Wire Mesh Installation
On Building Exterior Windows Opening

1.0 Scope of work
Supply & installation of galvanized wire mesh for chancery exterior windows openings. This system required to remove existing nonfunctioning bird spikes. The project includes, but is not limited to;
a. Setup of scaffoldings/cranes with Suspended Manbasket. To be inspected by Embassy A.POSHO for safety. Safety harness to wear while working at height. 
b. Removal of existing bird spikes.
c. Installation of new steel bird spikes on windows that doesn’t have steel guards.
d. Cleaning the surface prior to the installation of the guards.
e. Supply & Install wire mesh guards of (1.5-2.0mm) thick wires & openings of almost 25x25mm.wire mesh to be installed on widows that has steel guards.
f. The selected materials should be of rust free/resistance materials.
g. Windows openings are in different sizes, so the wire meshes guards to be adjusted accordingly.
h. Its contractor responsibility to confirm windows quantities & dimensions on site. 
i. Removal of debris to approved dumping area.
j. All relate project materials should be inclusive in a lump sum price

2.0 Personnel

US Embassy shall hold no responsibility or liability for medical requirements or accidents caused by Contractor’s personnel. Contractor shall cover completely financial and other any requirements to correct situations caused by his personnel actions.

3. CONTRACTING OFFICER’S REPRESENTATIVE (COR): The designated COR for this Task Order is the Facilities Manager (FM) Dennis Tabligan and can be reached at telephone 1724-2844.All administrative matters, and request for technical clarifications and assistance regarding this Task Order shall be directed to the (COR).
