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Branding

Acknowledgement of Department of State or U.S. Government Involvement

The State Department requires that the U.S. flag be displayed in conjunction with the MEPI logo and your
organization’s logo or identity on all project materials including publications, signs, banners, websites,
etc. The purpose of these markings is to engage foreign publics by using a Visibly American identity that
recognizes the American people for their contributions to overseas assistance programs to the extent
practicable.

If branding is appropriate, please use the following language:

“This project is funded through the U.S. Department of State, Bureau of Near Eastern Affairs, Office
of the Middle East Partnership Initiative (MEPI). MEPI is a unique program designed to engage
directly with and invest in the peoples of the Middle East and North Africa (MENA). MEPI works to
create vibrant partnerships with citizens to foster the development of pluralistic, participatory, and
prosperous societies throughout the MENA region. To do this, MEPI partners with local, regional
and international non-governmental organizations, the private sector, academic institutions, and
governments.

Please contact your PO for approval of press releases, articles, publications, or any other document for
public consumption relating to the MEPI-funded project.

Your PO can provide a MEPI logo, as well as any further information that might be useful for
advertising MEPI-funded projects.

Branding Waivers

The Grants Officer and Project Officer will review, on a case-by-case basis, if the branding requirement
can be waived for a particular award. A branding waiver is issued only in cases in which visible
Department of State involvement, such as the American flag or MEPI logo, would prevent a project from
being implemented to its full potential.

If a branding waiver is requested, your Grants Officer and Project Officer will initiate an assessment of
the project and determine if a branding waiver is appropriate.
