The Fulbright Foreign Language Teaching Assistant (FLTA) Program is designed for young teachers of English to refine their teaching skills, increase their English language proficiency, and extend their knowledge of the United States while strengthening the instruction of foreign languages at U.S. universities.  In this non-degree program, FLTA Fellows from Afghanistan spend one academic year at a U.S. university where they teach their native language as teaching assistants with another instructor or lead their own classes.  FLTA Fellows also enroll in at least two U.S. studies or teaching methodology classes each semester.  In addition to their classroom responsibilities, FLTA Fellows actively pursue opportunities to share the culture and values of Afghanistan with Americans both on and off campus.
