Security Message for U.S. Citizens   

 
Nationwide Hartal (strike/shutdown) on Monday, December 29, 2014  

 
An opposition political party has called for a daylong nationwide hartal (general strike) on 
Monday, December 29, 2014 to protest the government's refusal to allow a political rally and to 
demand the release of an arrested party leader. As always, remain vigilant, avoid crowds and 
be aware of your surroundings at all times. The U.S. Embassy is taking a prudent approach to 
ensure safety of all employees. The travel of U.S. Embassy employees and their family 
members is restricted to the Diplomatic Enclave (Banani, Baridhara, and Gulshan) from 6:00 
p.m. Sunday, December 28 and continuing until 6:00 p.m. on Monday, December 29. 
   
Even demonstrations intended to be peaceful can turn confrontational and escalate into 
violence. You should avoid areas of demonstrations, and exercise caution if in the vicinity of any 
large gatherings, protests, or demonstrations. 
 
We strongly recommend that U.S. citizens traveling to or residing in Bangladesh enroll in the 
Department of State’s Smart Traveler Enrollment Program (STEP) at www.Travel.State.Gov.  
STEP enrollment gives you the latest security updates, and makes it easier for the U.S. 
embassy or nearest U.S. consulate to contact you in an emergency. If you don’t have Internet 
access, enroll directly with the nearest U.S. embassy or consulate.  
 
Regularly monitor the State Department's website, where you can find current Travel Warnings, 
Travel Alerts, and the Worldwide Caution. Read the Country Specific Information for 
Bangladesh.
