Are you eligible to apply? 
 

 Bangladesh citizen between 15 and 17 years of age.  
 Not a dual citizen.  
 Not a permanent resident of the USA or any other country. 
 Currently enrolled in good standing in grades 9 –11. 
 Proficient in written and spoken English at a level sufficient 

to engage in American high school-level courses.  
 Have a B-grade average without any failing marks.  
 Able to accurately present Bangladeshi culture in American 

schools and communities. 
 Committed to returning to Bangladesh. 
 Have demonstrated leadership skills. 
 Have little or no prior travel experience in the United States. 
 Willing and able to fully participate in an intensive academic 

program, community service, and educational travel. 
 Be able to adapt to American high school life. 
 Prepared to live with a host family, often in shared rooms. 
 Able to adjust to cultural and social practices different from
