  SALE RULES.

1-This auction is opened to everybody interested and it is limited. 
2- All items will be sold as they are, and with no guarantee. Doors open at 8 O’clock, bids will be accepted from 9h30 to 10h30
3- Due to the fact that there is no guarantee for those items, the American embassy will not assume repair or furnishing any spare parts for replacement of defective items.  
4- New participants should subscribe for a deposit fee of 50000 CFA francs. The American embassy ensures reimbursing all bidders at the end of the auction.
5- Bidders are authorized to visit items only during the sale day. We encourage bidders to be at the embassy on time.
6- Customers will make their bid for each lot during the sale day. We will open the proposal bids prices publically and the lot will be attributed to the higher bidder.  In case the first winner refuses his lot, we will give the dedicated lot to the second highest bidder, and so on and so forth. Every winner should pay for their bill to the US Embassy’s cashier.
