DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/WORK STATEMENT 
 
I.  Description/Work Statement 
 
The contractor shall provide the following supplies/services throughout the duration of this 
contract, in accordance with Attachment A: 
 

1. Handle all administrative procedures for entering the U.S. Government into the ordered 
subscriptions. 

2. Act as consignee for the ordered subscriptions 
3. Identify and tag each subscription using the designated Embassy office symbol.  
4. Deliver the ordered subscriptions to the indicated address on the day they are due (day of 

publication).  The delivery will take place between 5:30 am and 6:30 am from Monday thru 
Saturday.   

5. Handle expeditiously and follow-up of any and all discrepancies, concerning missing or 
late issues of ordered subscriptions, including for all publications which are currently 
available at the local newsstand, substituting late or missing issues by a commercially 
available copy of such publication(s) at no cost to the Government. 

6. Provide the Embassy with a copy of all correspondence concerning discrepancies that 
might occur in obtaining ordered subscriptions. 

 
 
II. Minimum/Maximum Quantities 
 
For each effective period of the purchase order, the U.S. Government guarantees a minimum 
order of € 500 under this purchase order. The maximum amount ordered under each year of the 
purchase order will not exceed € 50,000.     
 
Orders may be issued orally by the Contracting Officer, but will be confirmed in writing within 3 
business days of the date the order is placed.  
 
 
III. Delivery Location and Time 
 
A. The contractor shall deliver all ordered publications to multiple destinations in the Brussels area 
on the day of publication between 5:30 am and 6:30 am. 
 
B. The contractor shall deliver all ordered items not later than the date specified on delivery 
orders.  The contractor will be given a 3 days’ notice of delivery.  
 
C. Any contractor personnel involved with the delivery of the items shall comply with standard U.S. 
Embassy regulations for receiving supplies.  The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) will 
be responsible for instructing contractor personnel at the time deliveries are made.  Prior notice 
will not be required. 
 
 
VI. Periods of Performance 
 
The base period of this purchase order starts on date of award and continues for twelve months, 
with one option to renew. 
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VII.      Attachment A - Performance Work Statement – required for services only  
 
QUALITY ASSURANCE PLAN (QAP).   
 
This plan is designed to provide an effective surveillance method to promote effective contractor 
performance. The QAP provides a method for the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) to 
monitor contractor performance, advise the contractor of unsatisfactory performance, and notify 
the Contracting Officer of continued unsatisfactory performance.  The contractor, not the 
Government, is responsible for management and quality control to meet the terms of the contract. 
 The role of the Government is to conduct quality assurance to ensure that contract standards are 
achieved.

1 SURVEILLANCE.  The COR will receive and document all complaints from Government 
personnel regarding the services provided.  If appropriate, the COR will send the complaints to the 
Contractor for corrective action.   

 

2 STANDARD.  The performance standard is that the Government receives no more than 
one (1) customer complaint per month. The COR shall notify the Contracting Officer of the 
complaints so that the Contracting Officer may take appropriate action to enforce the inspection 
clause (FAR 52.212.4, Contract Terms and Conditions-Commercial Items (May 2001), if any of 
the services exceed the standard. 
 
3 PROCEDURES.  

 
  (a) If any Government personnel observe unacceptable services, either 
incomplete work or required services not being performed they should immediately contact the 
COR. 

(b) The COR will complete appropriate documentation to record the 
complaint.   

  (c) If the COR determines the complaint is invalid, the COR will advise the 
complainant. The COR will retain the annotated copy of the written complaint for his/her files.   
  (d) If the COR determines the complaint is valid, the COR will inform the 
Contractor and give the Contractor additional time to correct the defect, if additional time is 
available.  The COR shall determine how much time is reasonable. 
  (e) The COR shall, as a minimum, orally notify the Contractor of any valid 
complaints.   
  (f) If the Contractor disagrees with the complaint after investigation of the 
site and challenges the validity of the complaint, the Contractor will notify the COR.  The COR will 
review the matter to determine the validity of the complaint.  
  (g) The COR will consider complaints as resolved unless notified otherwise 
by the complainant.   

(h) Repeat customer complaints are not permitted for any services. If a 
repeat customer complaint is received for the same deficiency during the service period, 
the COR will contact the Contracting Officer for appropriate action under the Inspection 
clause.
