Labor Organization Demonstration and March around Ring Road 
 

The U.S. Embassy Belmopan advises U.S. citizens that Belize police officials have confirmed a 

Belizean labor organization will stage a demonstration in Belmopan on January 29th in favor of 

a salary increase.   
 

The demonstration is scheduled to take place on January 29th from 9:00am until 3:00pm. 

 

The demonstrators plan to meet at the Belmopan Civic Center at 9:00am and march around the 

“Ring Road” in Belmopan, concluding with a rally at the Civic Center.  Police expect around 

3000 participants. 

 

We remind U.S. citizens that demonstrations take place in Belize from time to time in response 

to world events or local developments.  Even demonstrations intended to be peaceful can turn 

confrontational and possibly escalate into violence.  U.S. citizens should exercise caution if 

within the vicinity of any demonstrations.  U.S. citizens are urged to stay current with media 

coverage of local events and be aware of their surroundings at all times.
