Overseas voters are eligible to vote in presidential primary elections and in state primary 

elections for federal offices (Senator, Representative) as well as the general elections in 

November 2012.  In some States, overseas voters may vote in state and local elections.   

The online tool available at www.fvap.gov lets you know in which state and local elec-

tions you may vote. To vote, please register and request an absentee ballot at 

www.fvap.gov every year – even if you have previously voted overseas – and when 

you change your name, address or email.  

 

The 2012 Elections 

The Federal Voting Assistance Program at www.fvap.gov offers all the information for 

absentee voting, including  downloadable absentee ballot applications and write-in bal-

lots, state-specific instructions, links to state and local officials, and a downloadable emer-

gency ballot to use when requested materials fail to arrive in time. 

 

What information do you need to register?  
The process to register to vote varies from state to state.  First select the state of your 

(last) U.S. residence.  Residence requirements and proof of residence do vary from state 

to state, but in most cases all you need to provide is the following information: 

 First, Middle and Last Name 

 Telephone number 

 Email 

 Date of Birth 

 Driver's License or ID Number OR Social Security Number 

 Last address in the U.S.  

 Address abroad 

 

Basic Absentee Voting Process 
 Complete an application form online or on printed form and send it to local election 

officials in your State in the U.S. 

 The local election officials in the U.S. approves your request  or contacts you for fur-

ther information  

 The local election officials in the U.S. sends you an absentee ballot  

 You vote using the ballot and send it back in time to meet your state's deadline

Register to Vote and Request an Absentee Ballot 
 

You may download the Federal Post Card Application (FPCA) at http://fvap.gov/pubs/fpca.html or fill out the paper 

form available at the American Citizen Services section at the U.S. Embassy or at the Consular Agencies in Cocha-

bamba and Santa Cruz. Fill out the FPCA and send it to the local election office of your state.  All election offices are 

listed by state at www.fvap.gov.  Print and use the postage-paid envelope template at http://www.fvap.gov/pubs/

returnenvelope.pdf  when sending election materials back to the U.S. via the embassy diplomatic pouch.   

 

Voters can either drop off their forms and ballots any time between Monday and Friday, 8 am to 5 pm at the reception 

booth of the U.S. Embassy in La Paz, located in Ave. Arce 2780, or at the consular agencies in Santa Cruz or Cocha-

bamba, Monday through Friday, 9 am to 12 pm, or make an appointment online in La Paz, Santa Cruz or Cochabamba 

through our web page at http://bolivia.usembassy.gov/service.html so they can hand in their form and ballot to Consular 

staff.  Ballots and forms will be date-stamped and mailed to the U.S. free of charge via the diplomatic pouch.  Voters can 

also use the post offices in Bolivia, but please be aware that you will have to purchase Bolivian postage. 

 

What about my state’s requirements? 

 

Each state establishes its own voting procedures and requirements. It is important to be aware of your state’s deadlines 

for registration.

There may be last minute changes to your state's voting calendar, procedures or deadlines.  When these occur, the Fed-

eral Voting Assistance Program (FVAP) will issue a News Release http://www.fvap.gov/pubs/releases.html.

Federal Write-in Absentee Ballot (FWAB) 

 

The FWAB is a backup ballot.  If 30 days before the election, you think you will not receive your State ballot in time to 

vote and return it, vote the FWAB at www.fvap.gov/pubs/ofwab.pdf. The FWAB is also available in embassies and 

consular agencies.  

 

In the event the state absentee ballot is not received by early October, the FWAB is available online at www.fvap.gov/

pubs/ofwab.pdf.  If your state ballot arrives after you sent in your Federal Write-In Absentee Ballot, still send in 

your state ballot.

New IRS Form for Overseas Taxpayers 

 

The Internal Revenue Service has requested that the Department of State bring a new information reporting form that 

taxpayers will use starting this tax filing season to report specified foreign financial assets for tax year 2011 to the atten-

tion of U.S. citizens abroad.   

 

The Form 8938 (Statement of Specified Foreign Financial Assets) should be filed by taxpayers with specific types and 

amounts of foreign financial assets or foreign accounts.  It is important for taxpayers to determine whether they are sub-

ject to this new requirement because the law imposes significant penalties for failing to comply. 

 

Form 8938, the instructions, regulations implementing this new foreign asset report, and other information to help tax-

payers determine if they are required to file Form 8938 is available on the web at:
