Visit of Acting Peace Corps Director to Discuss the Peace Corps Program

Yangon, February 15, 2013 — Acting Peace Corps Director Carolyn Hessler-Radelet
concluded a five-day visit where she met with government officials to discuss the Peace
Corps mission, operations worldwide, and the potential for the government to invite Peace
Corps to establish a program in the country. Ms. Hessler-Radelet is the first Peace Corps
Director to pay an official visit to this country.

During her visit, Acting Director Hessler-Radelet met with representatives from the
President’s office and the Ministries of Education, Culture, Foreign Affairs, Health,
Agriculture and other government officials to discuss the more than 50-year history and
mission of Peace Corps. Ms. Hessler-Radelet also explored the possibility of an invitation
from the government to initiate a Peace Corps program - the first ever in this country - and to
expand people-to-people exchanges between the two countries.

Acting Director Hessler-Radelet also engaged students and English teachers at the U.S.
Embassy’s American Center and faculty from Yangon University.

About the Peace Corps: The Peace Corps is a United States Government agency established
in 1961 to promote world peace and friendship. Since its establishment, more than 200,000
American have served in 139 host countries. Today, over 9,000 Volunteers are working with
local communities in 75 host countries. Peace Corps Volunteers live, learn and work with a
host community overseas for 27 months in programs areas including education, environment,
health, agriculture, youth and community development.
