The E-Teacher scholarship program is a distance education (online-learning) program designed to improve the 

quality of English language teaching throughout the world. Participants are English teaching professionals who 

receive instruction in the most recent English language teaching methods and techniques, while also being 

introduced to American educational values. Participants use innovative distant learning technology to interact 

with U.S. experts. 

 

Eligibility: 

E-Teacher candidates should be current ELT professionals (e.g., teachers, teacher trainers, program 

administrators).

 ability to do academic work at a U.S. university at an advanced level of reading and writing, roughly 

equivalent to a minimum TOEFL score of 525 or IBT score of 70 

 general understanding of technical terms in English relating to computers and the Internet 

 good command of the necessary vocabulary for the topic of the course for which the candidate is 

nominated
