The United States is taking steps to support a broader range of not-for-profit activity in
Burma by private U.S. organizations and individuals to promote increased cooperation
between the Burmese and the American people.

On April 17, 2012, the Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC) at the U.S. Department of
the Treasury issued a general license easing financial restrictions for certain not-for-profit
activities in Burma. Activities covered under this general license include health, education,
good governance, and certain non-commercial development initiatives.

This is one of several steps that Secretary Clinton announced in response to Burma’s recent
by-elections, which marked a step forward in the country’s democratization process.
