The United States Peace Corps program in Myanmar seeks a qualified and motivated candidate to fill the 

following full-time position: 

 

Training Manager 

Minimum Starting Salary: $14,617/year (FSN-10 equivalent) 

Anticipated Start Date: June/July 2015 

 

 

The Training Manager (TM) is responsible, for the design, development, and implementation of all 

training activities (Pre-Service Trainings, In-Service Trainings, or other training events) which prepare 

Volunteers to serve in their assigned communities.  The TM is also responsible for identifying and 

selecting appropriate training contractors with the approval of the Director of Programming and Training 

(DPT) and the Director of Management and Operations (DMO) . The TM identifies resources needed for 

training, and participates in the development and monitoring of budgets to conduct training to Peace 

Corps Trainees and Volunteers. The TM reports to and coordinates with the Director of Programming and 

Training (DPT) 

 

The TM’s main responsibilities include: 

 Developing and implementing a training program for American Volunteers who will serve in 

outside of Yangon 

 Employing experiential learning techniques for adult learners in interactive sessions 

 Developing monitoring and evaluation tools to provide feedback to Volunteers, training staff and 

on the overall training 

 Hiring, training, managing and evaluating a training staff for the Pre-and In-Service trainings 

 Performing logistical operations in the selection of training venues for all training events  

 Establishing and maintaining a field office outside of Yangon for the Pre-Service Training (This 

may require living at the training site for up to 14 weeks each year) 

 Coordinating with the Programming and Training staff,  in the design and implementation of all 

trainings 

 Coordinating with all Peace Corps Myanmar staff to provided resources necessary for the 

implementation of trainings 

 Developing and managing an annual training budget  

 Preparing, presenting and managing reports on all training events for the purpose of evaluation 

 Ensuring Volunteers and staff are knowledgeable of and in compliance with the Peace Corps’ 

safety and security policies, particularly related to the safety & security of Volunteers 

 

Required Qualifications  

 University Degree in a related field 

 Fluency in written and spoken English and Burmese 

 Strong computer skills in Outlook, Excel, Microsoft Word, Databases and PowerPoint 

 Minimum 3 years of demonstrated experience in designing, organizing and delivering adult 

training programs, particularly to diverse people from a variety of backgrounds 



 Demonstrated knowledge of adult learning principles utilizing experiential learning techniques in 

interactive group trainings 

 Demonstrated skills in monitoring and evaluation of training programs and personnel.  

 Experience counseling or providing feedback to others  

 Demonstrated ability to interface with local government officials and business leaders 

 Demonstrated ability to work independently and as a team member and make decisions under 

pressure 

 Strong skills in organization, interpersonal communication and time management
