e Visit the International Student Office (ISO) (see contact information) to learn more about
applying for admissions as a Canadian student for undergraduate and graduate
admissions. An English proficiency test is only required if you attended high school (any
year) outside of Canada, the U.S., Great Britain, or Australia.

e Review the important application dates and deadlines for incoming international
undergraduate students. See information for contacting admissions office.

e Canadian students receive a 20% net tuition discount on tuition. D’Youville College also
offers institutional grants and scholarships to international students based on academic
merit.

e Canadian registered nurses enrolling in the school’s Nursing RN to BSN program can
qualify for a 50% tuition discount. Additionally, graduate students applying to certain
programs are automatically reviewed for a limited number of merit scholarships.
