The Application Must Be Submitted in English
Proposals must support program activities that promote democratic practices, including development of civil society; foster freedom of information and independent media; increase transparency in government; support NGO capacity building; advance rule of law and judicial reform; promote civic education; encourage conflict resolution; prioritize human rights; and advocate for equal rights for ethnic minorities or women. Priority will be given to new projects or programs.  

Grants may be made to non-governmental, not-for-profit organizations based in China that demonstrate long-term sustainability beyond the proposed program activity . Individuals are not eligible.  Third-country individuals and organizations are not eligible.  Chinese individuals are only eligible if they are affiliated with an organization that can provide long-term sustainability for the program activity. Proposals may be for up to $20,000, though in practice most have been smaller in past years.  Grants will not normally be made for multi-year projects but may be made to the same organization for a new project.  

Modest administrative expenses are allowable, including honoraria/partial salaries of grant implementers, but only when they are directly linked to the conduct of the specific grant program.  General operating expenses, long-term infrastructure costs and undefined miscellaneous or “overhead” expenses are not acceptable. Grant funds may not be used to fund travel to international conferences, nor may they be used primarily for food and drink expenses. Grant funds may be used to train trainers, but they may not be used to provide direct social services. Grant funds may be used for seminars and workshops, but proposals must describe the expected audience, content, and timeframe. Grant funds may be used for the publication of materials, but proposals must describe the audience, content and means of distribution.

Grantees will be required to submit one interim and one final project and budget report in English.
