Combatant commander means the commander of a unified or specified combatant command established in
accordance with 10 U.S.C. 161.

Designated operational area means a geographic area designated by the combatant commander or subordinate joint
force commander for the conduct or support of specified military operations.

Supporting a diplomatic or consular mission means performing outside the United States under a contract
administered by Federal agency personnel who are subject to the direction of a chief of mission.

(b) General. (1) This clause applies when Contractor personnel are required to perform outside the United States--
(i) In a designated operational area during--

(A) Contingency operations;

(B) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(C) Other military operations; or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander; or

(if) When supporting a diplomatic or consular mission--

(A) That has been designated by the Department of State as a danger pay post (see
http://aoprals.state.gov/Web920/danger--pay--all.asp); or

(B) That the Contracting Officer has indicated is subject to this clause.

(2) Contract performance may require work in dangerous or austere conditions. Except as otherwise provided in the
contract, the Contractor accepts the risks associated with required contract performance in such operations.

(3) Contractor personnel are civilians.

(i) Except as provided in paragraph (b)(3)(ii) of this clause, and in accordance with paragraph (i)(3) of this clause,
Contractor personnel are only authorized to use deadly force in self-defense.

(if) Contractor personnel performing security functions are also authorized to use deadly force when use of such
force reasonably appears necessary to execute their security mission to protect assets/persons, consistent with the
terms and conditions contained in the contract or with their job description and terms of

employment.
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(4) Service performed by Contractor personnel subject to this clause is not active duty or service under 38 U.S.C.
106 note.

(c) Support. Unless specified elsewhere in the contract, the Contractor is responsible for all logistical and security
support required for Contractor personnel engaged in this contract.

(d) Compliance with laws and regulations. The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its personnel in
the designated operational area or supporting the diplomatic or consular mission are familiar with and comply with,
all applicable--

(1) United States, host country, and third country national laws;

(2) Treaties and international agreements;

(3) United States regulations, directives, instructions, policies, and procedures; and

(4) Force protection, security, health, or safety orders, directives, and instructions issued by the Chief of Mission or
the Combatant Commander; however, only the Contracting Officer is authorized to modify the terms and conditions

of the contract.

(e) Preliminary personnel requirements. (1) Specific requirements for paragraphs (e)(2)(i) through (e)(2)(vi) of this
clause will be set forth in the statement of work, or elsewhere in the contract.

(2) Before Contractor personnel depart from the United States or a third country, and before Contractor personnel
residing in the host country begin contract performance in the designated operational area or supporting the
diplomatic or consular mission, the Contractor shall ensure the following:

(i) All required security and background checks are complete and acceptable.

(ii) All personnel are medically and physically fit and have received all required vaccinations.

(iii) All personnel have all necessary passports, visas, entry permits, and other documents required for Contractor
personnel to enter and exit the foreign country, including those required for in-transit countries.

(iv) All personnel have received--

(A) A country clearance or special area clearance, if required by the chief of mission; and

(B) Theater clearance, if required by the Combatant Commander.

(v) All personnel have received personal security training. The training must at a minimum--

(A) Cover safety and security issues facing employees overseas;

(B) Identify safety and security contingency planning activities; and

(C) Identify ways to utilize safety and security personnel and other resources appropriately.

(vi) All personnel have received isolated personnel training, if specified in the contract. Isolated personnel are

military or civilian personnel separated from their unit or organization in an environment requiring them to survive,
evade, or escape while awaiting rescue or recovery.
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(vii) All personnel who are U.S. citizens are registered with the U.S. Embassy or Consulate with jurisdiction over the
area of operations on-line at http://www:.travel.state.gov.

(3) The Contractor shall notify all personnel who are not a host country national or ordinarily resident in the host
country that--

(i) If this contract is with the Department of Defense, or the contract relates to supporting the mission of the
Department of Defense outside the United States, such employees, and dependents residing with such employees,
who engage in conduct outside the United States that would constitute an offense punishable by imprisonment for
more than one year if the conduct had been engaged in within the special maritime and territorial jurisdiction of the
United States, may potentially be subject to the criminal jurisdiction of the United States (see the Military
Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of 2000 (18 U.S.C. 3261 et seq.);

(if) Pursuant to the War Crimes Act, 18 U.S.C. 2441, Federal criminal jurisdiction also extends to conduct that is
determined to constitute a war crime when committed by a civilian national of the United States; and

(iii) Other laws may provide for prosecution of U.S. nationals who commit offenses on the premises of United States
diplomatic, consular, military or other United States Government missions outside the United States (18 U.S.C.

7(9)).

(f) Processing and departure points. The Contractor shall require its personnel who are arriving from outside the area
of performance to perform in the designated operational area or supporting the diplomatic or consular mission to--

(1) Process through the departure center designated in the contract or complete another process as directed by the
Contracting Officer;

(2) Use a specific point of departure and transportation mode as directed by the Contracting Officer; and

(3) Process through a reception center as designated by the Contracting Officer upon arrival at the place of
performance.

(9) Personnel data. (1) Unless personnel data requirements are otherwise specified in the contract, the Contractor
shall establish and maintain with the designated Government official a current list of all Contractor personnel in the
areas of performance. The Contracting Officer will inform the Contractor of the Government official designated to
receive this data and the appropriate system to use for this effort.

(2) The Contractor shall ensure that all employees on this list have a current record of emergency data, for
notification of next of kin, on file with both the Contractor and the designated Government official.

(h) Contractor personnel. The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove and
replace any Contractor personnel who fail to comply with or violate applicable requirements of this contract. Such
action may be taken at the Government's discretion without prejudice to its rights under any other provision of this
contract, including termination for default or cause.

(i) Weapons. (1) If the Contracting Officer, subject to the approval of the Combatant Commander or the Chief of
Mission, authorizes the carrying of weapons--

(i) The Contracting Officer may authorize an approved Contractor to issue Contractor-owned weapons and
ammunition to specified employees; or

(i) The Contracting Officer Representative in coordination with the Regional Security Officer and written
authorization from the Contracting Officer may issue Government-furnished weapons and ammunition to the
Contractor for issuance to specified Contractor employees.
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(2) The Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Officer a specific list of personnel for whom authorization to
carry a weapon is requested.

(3) The Contractor shall ensure that its personnel who are authorized to carry weapons--
(i) Are adequately trained to carry and use them--
(A) Safely;

(B) With full understanding of, and adherence to, the rules of the use of force issued by the Combatant Commander
or the Chief of Mission; and

(C) In compliance with applicable agency policies, agreements, rules, regulations, and other applicable law;
(ii) Are not barred from possession of a firearm by 18 U.S.C. 922; and

(iii) Adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the Combatant Commander or the Chief of Mission regarding
possession, use, safety, and accountability of weapons and ammunition.

(4) Upon revocation by the Contracting Officer of the Contractor's authorization to possess weapons, the Contractor
shall ensure that all Government-furnished weapons and unexpended ammunition are returned as directed by the
Contracting Officer.

(5) Whether or not weapons are Government-furnished, all liability for the use of any weapon by Contractor
personnel rests solely with the Contractor and the Contractor employee using such weapon.

(i) Vehicle or equipment licenses. Contractor personnel shall possess the required licenses to operate all vehicles or
equipment necessary to perform the contract in the area of performance.

(2) In the event of a non-mandatory evacuation order, the Contractor shall maintain personnel on location sufficient
to meet contractual obligations unless instructed to evacuate by the Contracting Officer.

(m) Personnel recovery.

(1) In the case of isolated, missing, detained, captured or abducted Contractor personnel, the Government
will assist in personnel recovery actions.

(2) Personnel recovery may occur through military action, action by non-governmental organizations, other
Government-approved action, diplomatic initiatives, or through any combination of these options.
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(3) The Department of Defense has primary responsibility for recovering DoD contract service employees and, when
requested, will provide personnel recovery support to other agencies in accordance with DoD Directive 2310.2,
Personnel Recovery.

(n) Notification and return of personal effects.

(1) The Contractor shall be responsible for notification of the employee-designated next of kin, and notification as
soon as possible to the U.S. Consul responsible for the area in which the event occurred, if the employee--

(i) Dies;
(i) Requires evacuation due to an injury; or
(iii) Is isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted.

(2) The Contractor shall also be responsible for the return of all personal effects of deceased or missing Contractor
personnel, if appropriate, to next of kin.

(o) Mortuary affairs. Mortuary affairs for Contractor personnel who die in the area of performance will be handled as
follows:

(1) If this contract was awarded by DoD, the remains of Contractor personnel will be handled in accordance with
DoD Directive 1300.22, Mortuary Affairs Policy.

(2)(i) If this contract was awarded by an agency other than DoD, the Contractor is responsible for the return of the
remains of Contractor personnel from the point of identification of the remains to the location specified by the
employee or next of kin, as applicable, except as provided in paragraph (0)(2)(ii) of this clause.

(ii) In accordance with 10 U.S.C. 1486, the Department of Defense may provide, on a reimbursable basis, mortuary
support for the disposition of remains and personal effects of all U.S. citizens upon the request of the Department of
State.

(p) Changes. In addition to the changes otherwise authorized by the Changes clause of this contract, the Contracting
Officer may, at any time, by written order identified as a change order, make changes in place of performance or
Government-furnished facilities, equipment, material, services, or site. Any change order issued in accordance with
this paragraph shall be subject to the provisions of the Changes clause of this contract.

(9) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (qg), in all
subcontracts that require subcontractor personnel to perform outside the United States--

(1) In a designated operational area during--

(i) Contingency operations;

(if) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(iii) Other military operations; or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander; or
(2) When supporting a diplomatic or consular mission--

(i) That has been designated by the Department of State as a danger pay post (see
http://aoprals.state.gov/Web920/danger--pay--all.asp); or

(ii) That the Contracting Officer has indicated is subject to this clause.

Except as otherwise provided in the contract, the Contractor accepts the risks
associated with required contract performance in such operations.

(3) Contractor personnel are civilians accompanying the U.S. Armed Forces.

(i) Except as provided in paragraph (b)(3)(ii) of this clause, Contractor personnel are only authorized to use deadly
force in self-defense.

(if) Contractor personnel performing security functions are also authorized to use deadly force when such force
reasonably appears necessary to execute their security mission to protect assets/persons, consistent with the terms
and conditions contained in their contract or with their job description and terms of employment.

(iif) Unless immune from host nation jurisdiction by virtue of an international agreement or international law,
inappropriate use of force by contractor personnel authorized to accompany the U.S. Armed Forces can subject such
personnel to United States or host nation prosecution and civil liability (see paragraphs (d) and (j)(3) of this clause).

(4) Service performed by Contractor personnel subject to this clause is not active duty or service under 38 U.S.C.
106 note.
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(c) Support. (1)(i) The Combatant Commander will develop a security plan for protection of Contractor personnel in
locations where there is not sufficient or legitimate civil authority, when the Combatant Commander decides it is in
the interests of the Government to provide security because--
(A) The Contractor cannot obtain effective security services;
(B) Effective security services are unavailable at a reasonable cost; or

(C) Threat conditions necessitate security through military means.

(i) The Contracting Officer shall include in the contract the level of protection to be provided to Contractor
personnel.

(iii) In appropriate cases, the Combatant Commander may provide security through military means, commensurate
with the level of security provided DoD civilians.

(2)(i) Generally, all Contractor personnel authorized to accompany the U.S. Armed Forces in the designated
operational area are authorized to receive resuscitative care, stabilization, hospitalization at level 11 military
treatment facilities, and assistance with patient movement in emergencies where loss of life, limb, or eyesight could
occur. Hospitalization will be limited to stabilization and short-term medical treatment with an emphasis on return to
duty or placement in the patient movement system.

(if) When the Government provides medical treatment or transportation of Contractor personnel to a selected civilian
facility, the Contractor shall ensure that the Government is reimbursed for any costs associated with such treatment
or transportation.

(iif) Medical or dental care beyond this standard is not authorized unless specified elsewhere in this contract.

(i) Such employees, and dependents residing with such employees, who engage in conduct outside the United States
that would constitute an offense punishable by imprisonment for more than one year if the conduct had been engaged
in within the special maritime and territorial jurisdiction of the United States, may potentially be subject to the
criminal jurisdiction of the United States in accordance with the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of 2000 (18
U.S.C. 3621, et seq.);

(if) Pursuant to the War Crimes Act (18 U.S.C. 2441), Federal criminal jurisdiction also extends to conduct that is
determined to constitute a war crime when committed by a civilian national of the United States;
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(iii) Other laws may provide for prosecution of U.S. nationals who commit offenses on the premises of U.S.
diplomatic, consular, military or other U.S. Government missions outside the United States (18 U.S.C. 7(9)); and

(iv) In time of declared war or a contingency operation, Contractor personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed
Forces in the field are subject to the jurisdiction of the Uniform Code of Military Justice under 10 U.S.C. 802(a)(10).

(f) Processing and departure points. Deployed Contractor personnel shall--

(1) Process through the deployment center designated in the contract, or as otherwise directed by the Contracting
Officer, prior to deploying. The deployment center will conduct deployment processing to ensure visibility and
accountability of Contractor personnel and to ensure that all deployment requirements are met, including the
requirements specified in paragraph (e)(1) of this clause;

(2) Use the point of departure and transportation mode directed by the Contracting Officer; and

(3) Process through a Joint Reception Center (JRC) upon arrival at the deployed location. The JRC will validate
personnel accountability, ensure that specific designated operational area entrance requirements are met, and brief
Contractor personnel on theater-specific policies and procedures.

(9) Personnel data.

(1) The Contractor shall enter before deployment and maintain data for all Contractor personnel that are authorized
to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States as specified in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause.
The Contractor shall use the Synchronized Predeployment and Operational Tracker (SPOT) web-based system, at
http://www.dod.mil/bta/products/spot.html, to enter and maintain the data.

(2) The Contractor shall ensure that all employees in the database have a current DD Form 93, Record of Emergency
Data Card, on file with both the Contractor and the designated Government official. The Contracting Officer will
inform the Contractor of the Government official designated to receive this data card.

(h) Contractor personnel.

(1) The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove and replace any Contractor
personnel who jeopardize or interfere with mission accomplishment or who fail to comply with or violate applicable
requirements of this contract. Such action may be taken at the Government's discretion without prejudice to its rights
under any other provision of this contract, including the Termination for Default clause.

(2) The Contractor shall have a plan on file showing how the Contractor would replace employees who are
unavailable for deployment or who need to be replaced during deployment. The Contractor shall keep this plan
current and shall provide a copy to the Contracting Officer upon request. The plan shall--

(i) Identify all personnel who are subject to military mobilization;

(ii) Detail how the position would be filled if the individual were mobilized; and

(i) Identify all personnel who occupy a position that the Contracting Officer has designated as mission essential.
(3) Contractor personnel shall report to the Combatant Commander or a designee, or through other channels such as

(i) Military clothing and protective equipment.

(1) Contractor personnel are prohibited from wearing military clothing unless specifically authorized in writing by
the Combatant Commander.

(j) Weapons.

(1) If the Contractor requests that its personnel performing in the designated operational area be authorized to carry
weapons, the request shall be made through the Contracting Officer to the Combatant Commander, in accordance
with DoD Instruction 3020.41, paragraph 6.3.4.1 or, if the contract is for security services, paragraph 6.3.5.3. The
Combatant Commander will determine whether to authorize in-theater Contractor personnel to carry weapons and
what weapons and ammunition will be allowed.

(2) If the Contracting Officer, subject to the approval of the Combatant Commander, authorizes the carrying of
weapons--

(i) The Contracting Officer may authorize the Contractor to issue Contractor-owned weapons and ammunition to
specified employees; or

(i) The Contracting Officer Representative in coordination with the Regional Security Officer and written
authorization from the Contracting Officer may issue Government-furnished weapons and ammunition to the
Contractor for issuance to specified Contractor employees.

(3) The Contractor shall ensure that its personnel who are authorized to carry weapons--

(i) Are adequately trained to carry and use them--

(A) Safely;

(B) With full understanding of, and adherence to, the rules of the use of force issued by the Combatant Commander;
and

(C) In compliance with applicable agency policies, agreements, rules, regulations, and other applicable law;

(ii) Are not barred from possession of a firearm by 18 U.S.C. 922; and
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(iii) Adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the Combatant Commander regarding possession, use, safety, and
accountability of weapons and ammunition.

(4) Whether or not weapons are Government-furnished, all liability for the use of any weapon by Contractor
personnel rests solely with the Contractor and the Contractor employee using such weapon.

(5) Upon redeployment or revocation by the Combatant Commander of the Contractor's authorization to issue
firearms, the Contractor shall ensure that all Government-issued weapons and unexpended ammunition are returned
as directed by the Contracting Officer.

(k) Vehicle or equipment licenses. Contractor personnel shall possess the required licenses to operate all vehicles or
equipment necessary to perform the contract in the designated operational area.

(I) Purchase of scarce goods and services. If the Combatant Commander has established an organization for the
designated operational area whose function is to determine that certain items are scarce goods or services, the
Contractor shall coordinate with that organization local purchases of goods and services designated as scarce, in
accordance with instructions provided by the Contracting Officer.

(m) Evacuation.

(1) If the Combatant Commander orders a mandatory evacuation of some or all personnel, the Government will
provide assistance, to the extent available, to United States and third country national Contractor personnel.

(2) In the event of a non-mandatory evacuation order, unless authorized in writing by the Contracting Officer, the
Contractor shall maintain personnel on location sufficient to meet obligations under this contract.

(n) Next of kin notification and personnel recovery.

(1) The Contractor shall be responsible for notification of the employee-designated next of kin in the event an
employee dies, requires evacuation due to an injury, or is isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted.

(2) In the case of isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted Contractor personnel, the Government will assist
in personnel recovery actions in accordance with DoD Directive 3002.01E, Personnel Recovery in the Department of
Defense.

(o) Mortuary affairs. Mortuary affairs for Contractor personnel who die while accompanying the U.S. Armed Forces
will be handled in accordance with DoD Directive 1300.22, Mortuary Affairs Policy.

(p) Changes. In addition to the changes otherwise authorized by the Changes clause of this contract, the Contracting
Officer may, at any time, by written order identified as a change order, make changes in the place of performance or
Government-furnished facilities, equipment, material, services, or site. Any change order issued in accordance with
this paragraph (p) shall be subject to the provisions of the Changes clause of this contract.

(9) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (qg), in all
subcontracts when subcontractor personnel are authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the
United States in--

(1) Contingency operations;

(2) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(3) Other military operations or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander.

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3.0 ARMORED VEHICLE SPECIFICATIONS: The Contractor shall provide armored vehicles in
accordance with the National Institute of Justice, Ballistic Resistant Protective Materials, N1J Standard 0108.01,
Level 111 IAW NIJ-0108.01. Contractor shall be required to provide compliance documentation for all armored
vehicles.

6.0 SERVICE DRIVER REQUIREMENTS

6.2 The Contractor employees are strictly drivers and are not authorized to provide any other services, such as
running errands or conducting the personal business of the U.S. Government employee(s) to whom he is assigned.

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6.3 All drivers shall carry working cellular phones, with active minutes. The Contractor shall provide a list of
all cell phone numbers for all RSO-approved drivers to the COR five days after the contract is issued. Additionally,
the Contractor shall ensure that all drivers are provided the cell phone numbers for the COR, Project Manager,
Dispatch Office, and 24-Hour Emergency POC.

6.4 Alcoholic beverages, illegal drugs, or other impairing agents will not be consumed eight hours prior to
beginning of a scheduled shift. The use of these substances by Contractor personnel while performing under this
agreement is strictly prohibited. The Contractor shall immediately remove and replace employees who appear to be
under the influence of any prohibited substance.

6.5 The Contractor shall ensure compliance with the Colombian labor laws limiting the number of hours an
individual employee may work in a given day/week. Replacement or relief drivers shall be made available for those
instances when operational requirements mandate the availability of the vehicle service for longer periods than can
be legally accommodated by one driver.

6.6 Contractor employees shall identify themselves as contractor personnel by introducing themselves or being
introduced as contractor personnel and displaying distinguishing badges or other visible identification for meetings

with Government personnel. In addition, contractor personnel shall appropriately identify themselves as contractor

employees in telephone conversations and in formal and informal written correspondence.

7.0 SAFETY AND MAINTENANCE: The contractor shall comply with all local safety requirements and
ensure that all reasonable efforts are made to protect all persons from harm and U.S. Government property from
damage.

8.0 DRIVER CLEARANCES AND ACCESS: The contractor shall provide the following information for
each driver performing services under this agreement to the KO at task order award:

8.1 The COR will provide a copy of this contract, the driver’s information and RSO paperwork to the RSO for
driver clearances. These clearances are to ensure that the drivers do not pose a security risk. Clearance time is
approximately ten workdays for new drivers.

8.2 The Contractor shall keep the listing current and provide updates to the KO and the COR as necessary, to
comply with this security requirement. For a contractor to add new drivers to the pool of RSO-cleared drivers, it
takes approximately ten workdays to get a driver clearance.
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8.3 The KO and/or COR reserves the right to exclude any driver from performance under this agreement if any
information exists that the individual is a security risk. The exclusion of an employee for security reasons will not
relieve the Contractor from performance of services required under this agreement. Contractor shall replace the
driver without additional cost to the contract.

8.4 The contractor is responsible for obtaining all driving and insurance credentials required under Colombian
laws. Copies of the contractor’s driving and insurance credentials shall be provided with their proposal.

8.5 The Contractor is required to comply with all the necessary permits mandated by the Government of
Colombia. Contractor shall be responsible for processing access clearance with coordination from the COR.

8.6 IDENTIFICATION BADGES: Ata minimum, all Contractor personnel shall wear Contractor photo
identification (ID) badges above the waist and visible at all times. The ID shall include at a minimum, the driver’s
name, company name and ID expiration date.

9.0 CONTRACTOR PROJECT MANAGER: The Contractor shall designate a project manager fluent in
both Spanish and English language, to act as the point of contact for all contract requirements. The dispatch
personnel must be able to understand the English language enough to take service requests by US personnel.

10.0 EMPLOYEE TRAINING: The Contractor shall be responsible for training employees on the proper use
of armored and non-armored vehicles and evasive driving tactics, the speed limit of vehicles on US Embassy and
military installations and other safety regulations as applicable .

1.0 General Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP): This QASP has been developed to evaluate
Contractor actions while performing functions associated with providing armored vehicle services per the
Performance Work Statement (PWS). It is designed to provide an effective systematic surveillance method of
monitoring Contractor performance as detailed in the PWS. The Contractor is reminded that they, not the
Government, are responsible for management and quality control actions required to meet the terms of the contract.
The role of the Government is simply to conduct quality surveillance to ensure contract standards are achieved. The
Plan is not all inclusive and the Government may perform surveillance on any task described in the PWS

2.0 General PWS Scope: The purpose of the PWS is to describe the requirement to provide light armored vehicle
services with driver and fuel. As part of this service, the Contractor shall provide all resources necessary to include
but not limited to management, supervision, personnel/drivers, training, equipment, materials, supplies, fuel, repair
parts, insurance and any other equipment and personnel to accomplish the task of providing armored vehicles with
drivers for U.S. personnel in Colombia.

3.0 Contractor Established Quality Assurance Programs: The Contractor shall have a quality control program
of inspections and monitoring actions. The first major step to ensuring a “self-correcting” contract is to ensure that
the established quality control program provides the measures needed to lead the Contractor to success.

5.0 STANDARD: The light armored vehicle services will be provided in accordance with schedules provided by
the COR after award. The Contractor shall respond to all service requests and replace a vehicle, if needed within 30
minutes. In the case of Contractor personnel becoming incapacitated due to illness or injury and unable to continue
performance on a specific task the Contractor shall provide a replacement immediately. Contractor shall perform the
requirements as stated in the PWS.

6.0 SURVEILLANCE METHODS

6.1 100 Percent Inspection: With this method, performance is inspected/evaluated at each occurrence. This
method is often costly but can be necessary due to health, safety and other considerations.

6.2 Random Sampling: Random sampling works best when the number of instances of the services being
performed is very large and a statistically valid sample can be obtained. http://www.sgconline.com/mil-std-105.html
(web link to ANSI/ASQZ1.4LVLII)

6.3 Periodic Inspection: This method, sometimes called “planned sampling,” consists planned sampling at specific
dates or time intervals. It may be appropriate for tasks that occur infrequently, and where 100 percent inspection or
random testing is not desired.

6.4 Customer Input: Although usually not a primary method, this is a valuable supplement to more systematic
methods. For example, in a case where random sampling indicates unsatisfactory service, customer complaints can
be used as substantiating evidence. In certain situations where customers can be relied upon to complain consistently

when the quality of performance is poor, e.g., dining facilities, building services, customer surveys and customer
complaints may be a primary surveillance method, and customer satisfaction an appropriate performance standard. In
all cases, complaints should be documented, preferably on a standard form.

7.0 PROCEDURES: Surveillance method will be conducted through periodic visits and/or customer comment.
The COR will provide written documentation to the Contracting Officer if the Contractor does not comply with the
work schedule and other requirements or with the quality levels required for this service contract.

8.0 CONCLUSION: The QASP will be used by the COR, as a systematic surveillance program to help ensure
contract standards are met by adherence to the contractor’s approved quality control program. The Contractor is
reminded that it, not the Government, is responsible to meet all contract terms and conditions as identified in the
PWS.
