
 

 
Secretary Clinton will hold a Global Townterview at the Newseum in Washington, D.C. on Tuesday, January 29, 2013 at 
9:30am EST. The event will be live-streamed and social media amplification will also take place on all appropriate 
platforms; content and resources listed below: 
 

1) Live-stream: The event will be live-streamed on the Department’s official YouTube channel (StateVideo) at 
http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=5E_rS38kClg and http://www.state.gov.  The Bureau of International 
Information Programs (IIP) will also stream the video to CO.NX so that it will be available on the websites of 
embassies around the world, particularly those in countries that block YouTube.

Turkish (@ABDTurk) and Urdu (@USAUrdu).  The event will be amplified by bureaus and embassies around the 
world, as well as several of our IIP twitter handles such as @eJournal_USA and @AmericaGovEsp.
