 Security Message for U.S. Citizens: Demonstrations in Nicosia 

March 23, 2015 

 

Local police report that up to 500 people are expected to participate in a 

demonstration at 3:00 pm today, March 23, at the Central Bank in Nicosia.  The 

bank is located at Av. John Kennedy 80, Nicosia 1076, Cyprus, near the Cyprus 

Hilton. 

The U.S. Embassy reminds U.S. citizens that even peaceful demonstrations can 

turn confrontational and possibly escalate into violence.  You should monitor local 

media reports to stay apprised of when and where these demonstrations will take 

place, and avoid areas where these demonstrations are underway.  The U.S. 

Embassy in Nicosia has advised employees and family members to avoid the 

locations where demonstrations may occur.
