PROGRAM ANNOUNCEMENT

The International Leaders in Education Program (ILEP)
provides international teachers with unique
opportunities to develop expertise in their subject
areas, enhance their teaching skills and increase their
knowledge about the United States. ILEP consists of a
semester-long non-degree, non-credit academic
program at a U.S. University including seminars on new
teaching methodologies, curriculum development,
lesson planning, and teaching strategies. Participants
will audit two courses in the host university’s School or
Department of Education and participate in a practicum in a U.S. secondary school near the host
university. All participants will also receive a technology allowance and instructional technology training.
Cultural enrichment, mentoring, and support will be provided throughout the program. ILEP will commence
in January 2016 and conclude in May 2016.

* A book/professional development allowance; and

* The opportunity to apply for alumni small grants.

Applicants must:

e Be current secondary school-level, full-time teachers in a school that
serves a primarily local (not expatriate) population;

e Have five or more years of classroom experience in ILEP teaching

disciplines: English, EFL, Social Studies, Mathematics, Science, or special
education;

e Be citizens of and residents in Egypt;
e Have earned a Bachelor’s degree or equivalent;

e Obtain a minimum score of 500 on paper based TOEFL* or equivalent
English language examination;

o Demonstrate a commitment to continue teaching after completion of the
program; and

e Have submitted a complete application.
