Eligibility Requirements

Applicants must:

· Be between the ages of 25 and 40 on January 1, 2012
· Be highly proficient in written and oral English, self-directed, able to work effectively in a cross-cultural setting, and have demonstrated leadership abilities.   Interpreting and translating services will not be provided.

· Be actively involved in the legislative process and/or policy-making through work in government, civic education organizations, citizen advocacy groups, political parties or election monitoring organizations.  

· Be able to participate in the program from March, 2012 through February, 2013 including:

· Participating in online discussion from February 2012 through February 2013  and beyond.
· Traveling to the United States for 4-5 weeks:  there are two options--April, 2012 or October 2012*
· Implementing a community-based project upon your return home.
· Have regular access to the internet throughout the program period;

· Have an interest in working cooperatively with American participants including undertaking a joint community-based project.

*Airfare, lodging, and per diem is provided for program travel periods.
To Apply, Submit in English:
· A completed Participant Application Form;

· A current résumé or CV;

· A letter of reference from a supervisor or professional colleague who is well acquainted with the applicant’s work and/or demonstrated leadership capacity or potential;

· A letter of approval for participation from the applicant’s employer from either the head of the organization or its Board President, if employed at an NGO;

· The “Contact Information for References” form for two references, other than the one submitting the letter, who are well acquainted with the applicant and/or his or her work and/or educational experiences and interests.

· A signed, personal statement, no more than two double-spaced pages, stating the applicant’s reasons for wanting to participate in this program.
