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Program Eligibility

The Teachers of Critical Languages
Program brings teachers of English
or Arabic as a foreign language to
the U.S. for one year to teach Ara-
bic as a Foreign Language to Ameri-
can primary and secondary school
students.

Arabic teachers have the oppor-
tunity to learn more about U.S.
teaching methodologies, culture,
and society, as well as to improve
their English language proficiency
with TCLP-run workshops and pro-
fessional development opportuni-
ties throughout the year. The ex-
change teachers also serve as cul-
tural resources in the host school
and community.
