
 

 

 

 
 

 

The Global Undergraduate Exchange 

Program (Global UGRAD), sponsored by 

the U.S. Department of State’s Bureau of 

Educational and Cultural Affairs, is 

supported by the people of the United 

States.

It also affords 

students the opportunity to educate 

Americans about other cultures and 

traditions. Global UGRAD is a one-

semester scholarship administered 

through the joint efforts of the U.S. 

Department of State’s Bureau of 

Educational and Cultural Affairs, U.S. 

embassies abroad, and World Learning.

and courses in students’ fields of study. 

Participants will take part in community 

service as well as an unpaid internship.

Transcripts are the official 

document from the applicant’s university showing the student’s 

scores, grades etc., for previous years of study. For 1st year 

university students, please provide a copy of your secondary school 

transcripts and an enrollment letter from your current university.   

*Valid TOEFL- PBT score report (Valid TOEFL iBT or IELTS 

may also be accepted instead) 

*Copy of National ID and/or passport.

Eligibility for participation in the  
Global UGRAD Program is open to 

anyone who is:  

 

• A citizen of Egypt, currently residing 

and studying in Egypt; 

 

• enrolled as an undergraduate in good 

standing at any university in Egypt, 

public or private; 

 

• not enrolled in his/her final year of 

studies at the time of application;  

 

• eligible to receive and maintain the 

U.S. student exchange visa (J-1) 

required for the program; 

 

 

• committed to returning to Egypt after 

completion of the program; 

 

 

• submits a complete application with 

all required supporting documents 

delivered by hand or mail by the 

application deadline; 

 

• is between the ages of 18-25; 

 

• has a solid command of written and spoken English 

(English language training for finalists possible); with a 

minimum TOEFL- PBT score of 500.
