SCOPE OF WORK (SOW)
UPGRADE FUEL PUMPS, REFURBISH FUEL TANKS, AND INSTALL SPILL CONTAINMENT WALL


1)  Location of the Project: CSL Comalapa, Second Brigade Salvadoran Air Force Base, Comalapa. La Paz.

2)  Project Description: This project is to install a spill containment wall, paint two fuel tanks, refurbish fuel tanks with new accessories, and install new pumps.  These fuel tanks are located inside CSL Comalapa facilities (Salvadoran  Air Force Base, Comalapa.  La Paz.)

3)  Product Description/Specifications:

•		SPILL CONTAINMENT WALL. Construct a spill containment wall around both fuel tanks with proper drainage for rain water. Spill containment wall should be able to hold both tanks of fuel in case there is a fuel spill.


•	PAINT TWO FUEL TANKS. Strip old paint and fix any rust spots. Paint new fuel tanks with anticorrosive protective paint.



•	INSTALL NEW ACCESSORIES. Install new vent caps, tank gauges, shut off valves and any other rusted accessories on both tanks.


•	INSTALL NEW FUEL PUMPS. ·Replace two outdated fuel pumps with new ones.
Install two pumps (one pump per tank) or one universal pump for both tanks.



4)  Contractor Requirements:

- Prior to commencement of work, the contractor shall provide names of all individuals assigned to the work crew, and all vehicle information needed for the job to the CSL.  One supervisory person per seven workers will be required to submit proof of satisfactory background checks through the Salvadoran Policia Nacional Civil (PNC) and the Bureau of Prisons.

- Contractor will ensure that at the end of each workday all associated networking materials are removed or stored neatly and securely as not to prevent day to day operations.

- Prior to final acceptance of work completed and issuance of payment, the contractor will ensure the work area is clean of any debris that were generated during the installation project and that
the work site is returned to its original pre-installation condition.





- Contractor is responsible to remove old equipment/material once new installation has been completed and accepted.

- Contractor is responsible for all damage done during fuel tank upgrades and construction of spill containment wall.
