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Please be aware of the following planned demonstrations and large gatherings: 
  
- Tuesday, 01 March at 1600 hours: Demonstrators are planning to gather near the Salmaniya 

Medical Center and proceed to the Pearl Roundabout.  Expect large crowds and heavy traffic.   
 
- There continue to be on-going demonstrations near the Pearl Roundabout, and 
numerous demonstrations have been reported at the Salmaniya Medical Center in 
recent days.  All personnel under COM authority are prohibited from going to both of 
these areas unless on authorized business.   
US Citizens are advised to avoid those areas. 
 
There is no indication that westerners are being threatened or targeted; however, 
spontaneous demonstrations and clashes are still capable of taking place. 
 
If urgent medical care is required, other possible alternatives to Salmaniya Medical 

Center are listed below:
