A demonstration has been announced for Monday, August 15; the time and
location has not been specified.

Spontaneous demonstrations take place in Bahrain from time to time in
response to world events or local developments. United States citizens should
keep current with media coverage of local events and be aware of their
surroundings at all times. If you encounter a large public gathering or
demonstration, depart the vicinity immediately.

We remind American citizens that even demonstrations intended to be
peaceful can turn confrontational and possibly escalate into violence.
American citizens are therefore urged to avoid the areas of demonstrations if
possible, and to exercise caution if within the vicinity of any demonstrations.
