Please be aware of the following planned demonstrations and large gatherings:

- Sunday, 27 February at approximately 1000 hours: Demonstrators are planning to gather in the
Diplomatic area in the vicinity of Crowne Plaza Hotel. Expect large crowds and heavy traffic.

- Sunday, 27 February at approximately 1500 hours: Demonstrators are planning to walk from the
Pearl Roundabout to the Ministry of Justice in the Diplomatic area. Expect large crowds and heavy traf-
fic.

- There continue to be on-going demonstrations near the Pearl Roundabout, and numerous demon-
strations have been reported at the Salmaniya Medical Center in recent days.

US Citizens are advised to avoid those areas.

There is no indication that westerners are being threatened or targeted; however, spontancous demon-
strations and clashes are still capable of taking place.

If urgent medical care is required, other possible alternatives to Salmaniya Medical Center are listed
below:

American citi-
zens should stay current with media coverage of local events and be aware of their surroundings at all
times.
