
Airport Route Information

Please check the latest Demonstration Notice for general advice about safety and security in Bahrain.  The 
US Embassy is providing the following information for the use of the US citizen community in Bahrain.  
Due to the dynamic nature of events in Bahrain, we continue to urge US citizens to exercise caution.

For 17 March, the map below outlines the routes to the airport that we expect to be open between 0600 and For 17 March, the map below outlines the routes to the airport that we expect to be open between 0600 and 
1600 hours.  Travel to and from the airport should take place between these times.  U.S. citizens are advised 
to remain in residences between 6:00 PM and 6:00 AM.

The “X”’s on the map below mark known security checkpoints.  These checkpoints have previously allowed 
cars through.  Below is some guidance for passing through checkpoints:

1. Do not attempt to run through the checkpoint. 
2. Make sure your doors are locked and windows closed. 
3. If necessar3. If necessary, roll your window down just far enough to talk, less than one inch. 
4. Be polite, do not panic. 
5. State that you are a U.S. citizen. 
6. If they insist on ID, present your CPR card. At no time should you relinquish control of the ID. 
7. If asked, "where are you going?" state where (traveling home or airport). 
8. Never get out of your vehicle or open any of the doors!
