
Demonstration Notice #1  
March 14, 2011 

 
At approximately 1530 hours (3:30 PM) local time on 14 March, Embassy 

Manama received confirmation that foreign military elements are entering 

Bahrain along the King Fahad Causeway from Saudi Arabia.   

The guidance remains the same as follows:  Embassy Manama is advising all US citizens to 
remain in their residences until further notice due to the ongoing demonstrations and reports 
of violence throughout the past 24 hours.  There is no indication that U.S. citizens are being 
threatened or targeted.  Spontaneous demonstrations and violence are expected throughout 
the next several days. 
 
We remind American citizens that even demonstrations intended to be peaceful can turn 
confrontational and possibly escalate into violence. American citizens are therefore urged to 
avoid the areas of demonstrations if possible, and to exercise caution if within the vicinity of 
any demonstrations.  American citizens should stay current with media coverage of local events 
and be aware of their surroundings at all times.
