The Government w ill determine acceptability by assessing the quoter's compliance w ith the terms of the RFQ. The 

Government w ill determine contractor responsibility by analyzing w hether the apparent successful quoter complies 

w ith the requirements of FA R 9.1, including: adequate f inancial resources or the ability to obtain them; ability to 

comply w ith the required performance per iod, taking into consideration all existing commercial and governmental 

business commitments; satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics; necessary organization, exper ience, 

and skills or the ability to obtain them; necessary equipment and facilit ies or the abi lity to obtain them; and be 

otherw ise qualif ied and eligible to receive an aw ard under applicable law s and regulations.  

 

The criteria for evaluating the quotations received, in order of priority, are as follows: 

 

Factor 1. The Quoter has properly responded to the solicitation.  

 

Factor 2. The Quoter has submitted technical information and other relevant documentation for the vehic les offered 

to adequately show  that the vehicles quoted meet or exceed the minimum spec if ications and can be delivered on 

time; 

 

The criteria above w ill be used to determine w hich quoters are cons idered to be technically acceptable in terms of 

meeting or exceeding specif ications for the vehicles, meeting or exceeding required delivery t ime; and complying 

w ith all other terms and conditions of the solicitation.  

 

Factor 3. Pr ice.  

 

Low est price w ill be evaluated by the low est overall price of the aggregate sum of the item prices to include 

delivery to Suva, Fiji.
