Security Message for U.S. Citizens: Flood Warning   

May 7, 2013 

 

The U.S. Embassy in Guyana cautions U.S. citizens to be alert to the 

possibility of flooding in numerous areas around Georgetown. Due to 

continued high tides, the Guyana Ministry of Public Works has issued a 

flood warning, effective immediately and running through May 13, 2013.  

The areas around Georgetown most likely to be affected are between 

Kitty, Georgetown and Ogle, East Coast Demerara, and along the banks 

of the Mahaica River. If you live in these areas or plan to travel there, 

please prepare accordingly and monitor the weather and local news 

reports. 

 

Below are the expected times of high tide.  The maximum height expected 

is 9.5 ft on Thursday, May 9 at 3:17am.
