ADDING PAGES, CHANGING DATA OR REPLACING LIMITED PASSPORT / DOCUMENT CHECKLIST 

Print this form, and check the boxes as you follow the online instructions for gathering your documents.  

Bring the Checklist with you to the interview; we cannot process your application without this form. 

 

When you are applying to add pages to your U.S. passport, you must bring: 

 

 Current U.S. passport (it must still be valid, and be a full-validity passport) 

 Social Security Number 

 Fee for Additional Pages ($82)  

 Completed DS-4085 Additional Pages Form 

 

 

You may apply to change data or correct an error on your current passport, or to replace a limited 

validity passport. The service is free of charge if you do so within a year of your current passport 

having been issued. To do so, you must bring: 

 

 Current Valid Passport (full-validity passport to change data, or limited validity for replacement) 

 Evidence of Change Requested (i.e.name change court documents, marriage/divorce certificate) 

 2” x 2” Color Photograph (on white background) 

 Social Security Number 

 Completed DS-5504 Application Form 

 Free of Charge if changes/replacement are made within a year of current passport issuance

replace it, please see the instructions for applying for a passport for the first time.
