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THE SCHEDULE

1. REQUIREMENT

The U.S. Government requires the factory-new right-hand drive, EURO-IV or higher, SUV
specified in Section 4, Description/Specifications of Vehicles, of this Request for Quotations
(RFQ). The subject vehicles will be purchased for the American Embassy in New Delhi, India.

2. TYPE OF CONTRACT

The U.S. Government will award a firm fixed price contract resulting from this RFQ. No
additional sums will be payable on account of any escalation in the cost of materials, equipment
or labor, or because of the Contractor’s failure to properly estimate or accurately predict the
prices or difficulty of achieving the results required by this contract. Nor will the contract prices
be adjusted on account of fluctuations in the currency exchange rates.

3. BASIS FOR PRICES

The prices of the vehicles shall include their transportation on C.I.F. basis to the designated
facility of the American Embassy in New Delhi, India, in accordance with Section 13, FAR
52.247-42 C.I.F. Destination (APR 1984), of this RFQ.

NOTE: The offerors shall quote prices for the proposed vehicles without the customs duties
and/or taxes normally charged by the Government of India. The General Services
Office (GSO) at the American Embassy in New Delhi, India, will assist the Contractor
in obtaining the necessary tax exemption certificates and documentation, and
arranging the duty and tax free clearance of the vehicles imported in to India /
manufactured in India.

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5. COMPLIANCE WITH SPECIFICATIONS

The offerors shall prepare and submit with their offer, for the proposed vehicles, detailed
matrixes indicating that the specifications of the vehicles offered are in compliance with the
required minimum specifications set forth in Section 4, Description/Specifications of Vehicles, of
this RFQ. Any deviations to the required minimum specifications shall be clearly stated in the
remarks column of the matrixes. Product literature and/or catalogs shall be provided as
supplement to the specification data of the proposed vehicles.

6. WARRANTY

If the proposed vehicles will be covered by the manufacturer’s warranty in India, the offerors
shall submit with their offer the following documentation and information:

o Details of warranty provisions that will be applicable for the proposed vehicles in India.

o Alist of workshop(s) in New Delhi and/or other parts of India that is/are capable of providing
after sales service, including spare parts, for the proposed vehicles.

7. DELIVERY SCHEDULE

The subject vehicles shall be delivered to the location specified in Section 8, Place of Delivery,
within one-hundred eighty (180) calendar days after award of the contract resulting from this
RFQ.

8. PLACE OF DELIVERY

The subject vehicles shall be delivered on C.I.F. basis to the designated facility of the American
Embassy in New Delhi, India, in accordance with Section 13, FAR 52.247-42 C.I.F. Destination
(APR 1984), of this RFQ.

9. INSPECTION AND _ACCEPTANCE OF VEHICLES

The inspection and acceptance of the vehicles shall be performed by the U.S. Government
upon their arrival at the designated facility of the American Embassy in New Delhi, India. The
payment(s) to the Contractor shall be made following satisfactory inspection and acceptance of
the vehicles by the U.S. Government, and upon presentation of the certificates of origin to the
GSO at the American Embassy in New Delhi.
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10. PAYMENT
Per U. S. Government regulations the payment shall be made through Electronic Fund Transfer

(EFT) within 30 days from the date of acceptance of vehicle as per section 9 and receipt of clear
invoice.

11. ACQUISITION METHOD

The Government is conducting this acquisition using the simplified acquisition procedures in
Part 13 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR). If the dollar amount exceeds the simplified
acquisition threshold, then the Government will be using the test program for commercial items
authorized by Subpart 13.5 of the FAR.
