Executive Summary: 

 
The Embassy of the United States of America in Tel Aviv announces the Notice of Funding 

Opportunity (NOFO) for a new program whose goal is to build a cadre of English language 

teachers who will serve as leaders in Negotiation curricula, in order to create a sustained 

impact on non-violent communication and mutual understanding between Israel’s Arab 

and Jewish youth.  

 

Proposals must address the following objectives: 

 
Objective 1: Create a Community of Lead Negotiation Teachers to share best practices and 

integrate negotiation skills into U.S. Embassy-sponsored English language programs and 

Ministry of Education curriculum, as evidenced by regular communication among 

Negotiation Teachers via What’s App and Google Hangouts; participation in follow-on 

Negotiation Teacher Programs; and coordination of local programs between teachers in 

Jewish and Arab communities.  

Objective 2: Transform English Negotiation Teachers from apprentices to Leaders, who 

model, apply, and engage students to use negotiation skills on classroom, school, and 

community challenges as evidenced by service-learning projects and best practices shared 

among the Community of Negotiation Teacher-Leaders. 

Objective 3: Create safe, structured opportunities for high school students to meet their 

counterparts, bridging the divide between Arab and Jewish communities as evidenced by 

Negotiation programs between Arab and Jewish communities, organized by the teachers. 

Objective 4: Integrate Negotiations into U.S. Embassy- sponsored English language 

programs and MoE curriculum on American History, Civil Rights, and the Democratic 
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Process as evidenced by curricular modules resulting from the workshop, and best practices 

presented at a final reception. 

 

 

Note that the Embassy will be involved in recruiting and selecting the 32 English 

language teacher participants, focusing on English language teachers involved in 

Embassy-supported programs.  

 

Eligibility for this NOFO is limited to: an Israeli-registered NGO. 

 

One grant in FY 2016 will be awarded under this NOFO.   

 

The initial period of performance will be for July 2016-April 2017.

Program Description 

 

A. Funding Opportunity Description  

 

i. Background   

 

For the past six years, the U.S. Embassy has funded workshops and encounters between 

Arab and Jewish students using Harvard University’s Principled Negotiations 

methodology.  The purpose of the negotiation training is not only to bring Arab and 

Jewish students together for shared English language enrichment, but also to train them in 

a negotiating tool that enables individuals to minimize conflict, understand other people’s 

perspectives, and reach solutions that meet the interests of both parties, are long lasting 

and benefit the larger community. This negotiations training supplements the Embassy’s 

English language enrichment program, which has provided after-school English language 

courses for high school students from disadvantaged backgrounds for nearly two decades. 

The purpose of this grant is to take the next step and empower English language teachers 

to become leaders, providing them with the skills and materials to use the Negotiation 

methodology in their curriculum, classrooms and community via serving-learning, and to

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serve as multipliers who can share this curriculum with their peers to create lasting 

impact.  

 

ii. Program Goals  

 

Transform English language teachers from apprentices to leaders in Negotiation in order 

to create a sustained impact on non-violent communication within communities where 

Arab and Jewish students have few opportunities to interact.  
 

iii. Audience 

 

32 English language teachers associated with U.S. Embassy-sponsored programs, 

including Post’s current Negotiation program, who come from Arab and Jewish 

communities whose students rarely meet one another.  This will impact approximately 

3200 students. 

iv. Main Activities 

 

 Four-day intensive workshop at a neutral location (e.g., Ein Gedi field station, a 

kibbutz, etc.) for 32 English language teachers associated with U.S. Embassy 

sponsored programs.   

 

 “Buy-In Program Reception” for participating teachers, their principals, English 

superintendents, and the MoE in order to underscore the importance of the 

Negotiation program as non-violent tool for addressing conflict and ensure that 

administrators support these teachers. (The Embassy will provide convening 

space.) 
 

 One-day follow-on program in Fall 2016.  (The Embassy may provide an English 

Language Fellow.) 

 

 One-day follow-on program in Spring 2017. (The Embassy may provide an 

English Language Fellow.) 

 

 End of year/end of program “Assessment Reception” for participating teachers, 

their principals, English superintendents, and the MoE: teachers present best 

practices, service-learning projects, and success stories. (The Embassy will 

provide convening space.) 

 

 

** The U.S. Embassy may provide additional resources to the successful applicant 

upon request.  Those resources could include: a U.S. diplomat to serve as a speaker; 

the Regional English Language Officer (the State Department official who provides 

oversight of all U.S. Government sponsored English language programs in the 

region); or an English Language Fellow (an experienced English language teacher 

based at the American Center in Jerusalem who may provide support services upon 
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request to English teachers, curriculum specialists and teacher-trainers throughout 

Israel).  

 

v. Expected Results and Performance Indicators 

 

Success indicators should be identified in the proposal, and may include, but are not 

limited to:  

 

 Community of Lead Negotiation Teachers: as evidenced by regular communication 

among Negotiation Teachers via What’s App and Google Hangouts; participation in 

follow-on Negotiation Teacher Programs; and coordination of local programs 

between teachers in Jewish and Arab communities.  

 English language Teachers as Negotiation Leaders: as evidenced by service-learning 

projects and best practices shared among the Community of Negotiation Teacher 

Leaders. 

 Safe, structured opportunities for high school students to bridge the divide between 

Arab and Jewish communities: as evidenced by Negotiation programs between Arab 

and Jewish communities, organized by the teachers. 

 Negotiations integrated into U.S. Embassy-sponsored English language program and 

MoE curriculum on American History, Civil Rights, and the Democratic Process as 

evidenced by curricular modules resulting from the workshop, and best practices 

presented at final reception.
