The online registration for the 2014 DV Program opened on 
October 2 and will conclude at 12:00 noon EST (7:00 PM local 
time) on Saturday, November 3.  The program is open to 
individuals born in Israel, Jerusalem, Jordan, Gaza, West Bank, 
former Soviet Union countries and many other eligible 
countries.  For more information on eligible countries and 
application filing instructions, please visit www.travel.state.gov.   
Each year, fraudulent visa brokers steal millions of dollars from 
prospective DV applicants by sending fake e-mails or letters 
claiming to be from the U.S. Government.  In these e-mails, 
scam artists promise assistance with applications or privileged 
access to visas in exchange for money.  Alternatively, 
companies using fake websites designed to look like official U.S. 
government websites offer to complete entry forms in exchange 
for payment.  In order to protect themselves, DV lottery 
entrants are advised to follow these simple guidelines: 
 
-The official site to submit applications for the Diversity Visa 
program lottery is www.dvlottery.state.gov.  
 
-There is no fee to enter to the Diversity Visa program. The 
State Department will not notify successful applicants by e-mail 
or by regular mail.  If you receive such an e-mail or letter, you are 
being scammed.   
 
-Applicants can only track their entries with their confirmation 
number through www.dvlottery.state.gov.
