The Fulbright Specialist Program sends U.S. scholars

and professionals overseas for a period of two to six

weeks to collaborate with professional counterparts
at institutions of higher education on curriculum

and faculty development institutional assessment and

planning, and related activities.

The Fulbright Visiting Scholar Program provides awards
to approximately 850 foreign scholars from over
150 countries to conduct post-doctoral research at
U.S. institutions from an academic semester to an
academic year.

The Fulbright Scholar-in-Residence Program enables U.S.
colleges and universities to host foreign academics
to lecture on a wide range of subject fields for a
semester or academic year. Preference is given to
