52.212-2    EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999) 
 
(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible 
offeror whose offer meets the acceptability standards for non-cost factors and whose price is 
the lowest. All non-cost factors will be evaluated on an “acceptable/unacceptable” basis. The 
following factors shall be used to evaluate offers: 
 
Technical Acceptability: 
1. Complete Attachment 1 Vetting questionnaire for company and all personnel 

working on contract 
2. Provide primary POC and Alternate POC per PWS 1.2.1 (Provide Name, Phone # 

and email if available) 
 
 
(b) Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price 
for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that 
an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options 
shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s). 
(c) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer mailed or otherwise furnished to the 
successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding 
contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the 
Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after 
its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW) 
PROPANE RE-FILL SERVICES 

CAMP SIMBA, MANDA BAY, KENYA 
 
1.1 SCOPE OF WORK 
 
The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, materials, supervision, and other 
items necessary to fill propane tanks. 
 
1.2 PERSONNEL 
 
1.2.1 Contract Manager:  The contractor shall provide a contract manager who shall be 
responsible for the performance of the work.  The name of this person and an alternate who shall 
act for the contractor when the manager is absent shall be designated in writing, to the 
contracting officer.

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1.2.2 The contract manager or alternate shall have full authority to act for the contractor on all 
contract matters relating to daily operation of this contract. 
 
2.1 REPLACING TANKS:   
 
The contractor shall deliver 2-3 50kg full propane cylinders per month to Camp Simba and pick 
up any empty tanks. The contractor shall only invoice for the number of tanks delivered each 
month. The Contractor will provide all transportation needed to deliver full tanks and picking up 
empty tanks. 
 
2.2 ORDERING PROPANE:   
 
It will be the Camp Simba TPOC’s responsibility to make arrangements with contractor to have 
empty tanks picked up, full tanks delivered back to Camp Simba. The contractor shall not 
delivery more tanks than stated in the contract. 
 
3.1 EMPLOYEES 
 
3.1.1 The contractor shall restrict the employment of any contractor employee, or prospective 
contract employee, who is identified as a potential threat to health, security, general well-being 
or operational mission of the installation and its population or considered unacceptable by the 
Government of Kenya. 
 
3.1.2 Contractor personnel shall present a neat appearance; wear appropriate gear for high 
visibility around traffic and during inclement weather so they can be easily recognized.  
Contractor shall provide safety equipment to all employees in accordance with host nation 
requirements. 
 
3.1.3 All vehicles shall be affixed with sign identifying company. 
 
3.2 SECURITY REQUIREMENTS: 
 
3.2.1 Contractor shall follow existing security procedures and instructions applicable to the site. 
 
3.2.2 Contractor shall be responsible for the physical security of all materials, supplies, and 
equipment including property the he is utilizing. 
 
3.2.3 Permission for contractor personnel and vehicles to enter Kenya Naval Base Manda Bay 
(KNAV) and Camp Simba are subject to approval of the Kenya Naval Base CO and Camp 
Simba OIC.  Information required by the KNAV CO and Camp Simba OIC for entrance to the 
military installation must be provided to the Camp Simba NCOIC three (3) days prior to 
beginning work under this contract and must be renewed  prior to their expiration dates in 
sufficient time to prevent their expiration.  Such expiration shall not be deemed an acceptable 
delay from completion of services under this contract.

3.2.5 The information mention above must be submitted three (3) days prior to deliver unless 
company has obtained a permanent pass through Camp Simba. 
 
3.3 HOURS OF OPERATION 
 
The contractor shall perform services during the hours of 8:00am to 3:00pm on all designated 
duty days.  No contractor shall be allowed on base after 3:00pm.  The contracting office or his 
designated representative must approve any changes to this requirement. 
 
3.4 EMERGENCY SITUATIONS 
 
Access to the base may be closed at anytime.  This action would be reserved for emergency 
action exercises or increased base security. 
 
4.1   OPTION YEARS 
  
The initial contract period will last from 26 September, 2013 through 25 September, 2014.  
There will be two additional option years.  The first option year, if exercised, will last from 26 
September, 2014 through 25 September, 2015.  The second option year, if exercised, will last 
from 26 September, 2015 through 25 September, 2016.
