DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATION/WORK STATEMENT

1.0	SCOPE OF WORK

	The U.S. Embassy in Seoul, Korea requires the Contractor to provide maintenance services to 30RAP010-060 Air-Cooled Chiller unit at the Chancery for safe, reliable and efficient operations.  The Contractor shall provide all necessary managerial, administrative and labor personnel, and as well as all necessary transportation, equipment, tools, supplies and materials required to perform inspection and maintenance of the above-mentioned equipment in accordance with the manufacturer's specifications.  The services are to be provided on a quarterly basis.  Under this contract the Contractor shall provide; 

· the services of a certified chiller maintenance technician on a quarterly basis to check and repair equipment operation and perform scheduled and preventive maintenance;
· a same day emergency response service to chiller malfunction trouble call to restore service.

2.0	HOURS OF PERFORMANCE

	The Contractor shall schedule all routine maintenance and repair work during normal building hours which are defined as 8:30 to 17:00, Monday to Friday, excluding local and bank holidays, unless approved in advance by the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR).

3.0	ACCESS TO GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS AND STANDARDS OF CONDUCT 

	3.1	General.  The Contractor shall designate a representative who shall supervise the Contractor's mechanics and be the Contractor's liaison with the U.S. Embassy Seoul.  The Contractor's employees shall be on-site only for contractual duties and not for any other business or purposes.  Contractor employees shall have access to the rooftop with security escorts while on Government property.

	3.2	Personnel security.  The Government reserves the right to deny access to U.S. - owned and U.S.-operated facilities to any individual.  The Contractor shall provide the names, biographic data and police clearance on all Contractor personnel who shall be used on this contract prior to their utilization.  The Government shall issue identity cards to approved Contractor personnel, each of whom shall display his/her card(s) on the	uniform at all times while on Government property or while on duty at private residences serviced under this contract.  These identity cards are the property of the Government.
The Contractor shall return all identify cards when the contract is completed, when a Contractor’s employee leaves this contract, or at the request of the Government.  

	3.3	Standards of conduct

	3.3.1	General.  The Contractor shall maintain satisfactory standards of employee competency, conduct, cleanliness, appearance and integrity and shall be responsible for taking such disciplinary action with respect to employees as may be necessary.  Each Contractor employee shall adhere to standards of conduct that reflect credit on themselves, their employer, and the United States Government.  The Government reserves the right to direct the Contractor to remove an employee from the worksite for failure to comply with the standards of conduct.  The Contractor shall immediately replace such an employee to maintain continuity of services at no additional cost to the Government.

	3.3.2	Uniforms and Personal Equipment.  The Contractor's employees shall wear clean, neat and complete uniforms when on duty. All employees shall wear uniforms approved by the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR). The Contractor shall provide, to each employee and supervisor, uniforms and personal equipment. The Contractor shall be responsible for the cost of purchasing, cleaning, pressing, and repair of the uniforms.

	3.3.3	Neglect of duties shall not be condoned.  This includes sleeping while on duty, unreasonable delays or failures to carry out assigned tasks, conducting personal affairs during duty hours and refusing to render assistance or cooperate in upholding the integrity of the worksite security.

	3.3.4	The Contractor shall not condone disorderly conduct, use of abusive or offensive language, quarreling, and intimidation by words, actions, or fighting. Also included is participation in disruptive activities that interfere with normal and efficient Government operations.

	3.3.5	Intoxicants and Narcotics.  The Contractor shall not allow its employees while on duty to possess, sell, consume, or be under the influence of intoxicants, drugs or substances which produce similar effects.

	3.3.6	Criminal Actions.  Contractor employees may be subject to criminal actions as allowed by law in certain circumstances.  These circumstances include but are not limited to the following actions: falsification or unlawful concealment, removal, mutilation, or destruction of any official documents or records or concealment of material facts by willful omission from official documents or records; unauthorized 	use of Government property, theft, vandalism, or immoral conduct; unethical or improper use of official authority or credentials; security violations; organizing or participating in gambling in any form; and misuse of weapons.

4.0	WORK DESCRIPTION

	4.1	General.  The Contractor shall provide routine maintenance service to meet paragraph 4.2 and 4.3 requirements.  The Contractor shall maintain Chiller so that the equipment is operating in safe and efficient manner at all times.

	4.3	WORK DESCRIPTION

The Contractor shall clean entire condensing unit and check incoming voltage, ampere, high pressure, low pressure, oil pressure, filters, entering and leaving fluid temperature, compressor suction temperature, evaporator and condenser temperature, system refrigerant temperature, cooler set point, low chilled fluid temperature, entire piping system, evaporator fins, evaporator fan, drain line, control/mother board, compressor run hours, chiller run hours, etc.

			4.3.1	GUIDANCE FOR COOLER WATER TEMPERATURE

			4.3.1.1	Maximum leaving chilled water temperature (LCWT) for the unit is 60 F (15.6 C). Unit can start and pull down with up to 95 F (35 C) entering water temperature. It is recommended that entering water temperature not exceed 70 F (21.1 C).

· Manufacture’s manual such as controls, start-up, operation, service and troubleshooting will be provided by the US Embassy.


5.0	PERSONNEL, TOOLS, MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES
	
The Contractor shall provide trained manpower with the appropriate tools and testing equipment for scheduled routine maintenance, safety inspection, and safety testing as required by this contract. The Contractor shall provide all of the necessary materials, and supplies to maintain, service, inspect and test the equipment as required by this contract.

6.0   QUALITY CONTROL

Quality Control is the means by which the Contractor ensures that the construction, to        include that of subcontracts and suppliers, complies with the requirements of contract. The controls shall be adequate to cover all construction operations, including both on site and off site fabrication, and will be keyed to the proposed construction sequence.

7.0 SECURITY CLEARANCES 

7.1. All contract personnel will have a background check performed to determine their suitability for assignment to the U.S. Embassy project.  Contractor shall submit a complete list of all employees and sub-contractor employees to the COR within 3 days of receiving the notice of award for permission by the US Embassy RSO.

7.2. The Contractor shall submit a list of all vehicles that require access to the U.S. Embassy property on a weekly basis.  Information required is as follows:
· Type of Vehicle
· Vehicle Tag Number
· Vehicle Driver Identification.

7.3. The COR and the U.S. Embassy security officer have the right to deny access to any person and or vehicle that are deemed unacceptable.

7.4. All personnel and vehicle lists must be submitted to the COR at least seven (7) working days before access is required.  Delays caused by late submission of the required information will not be considered as “excusable delays” as described in other sections of the Contract.

8.0 	INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

8.1 Personal Injury, Property Loss or Damage (Liability).  
The Contractor assumes absolute responsibility and liability for any and all personal injuries or death and property damage or losses suffered due to negligence of the Contractor's personnel in the performance of this contract.

The Contractor's assumption of absolute liability is independent of any insurance policies.

8.2 Insurance.
The Contractor, at its own expense, shall provide and maintain during the entire period of performance of this contract, whatever insurance is legally necessary.  The Contractor shall carry the following minimum insurance:

8.3 Worker's Compensation Insurance. 
The Contractor agrees to provide all employees with worker's compensation benefits as required by the laws of either the country in which the employees are working or the employee's native country, whichever offers greater benefits, following FAR 52.228-4 “Worker’s Compensation and War-Hazard Insurance Overseas”.  

9.0	Permits.  

The Contractor shall maintain in full force and effect all permits, licenses, and appointments required for the prosecution of work under this contract at no additional cost to the Government.  The Contractor shall obtain these permits, licenses, and appointments in compliance with host country laws.  

10.0	LOCAL LAW REGISTRATION

If the local law or decree requires that one or both parties to the contract register the contract with the designated authorities to insure compliance with this law or decree, the entire burden of this registration shall rest upon the Contractor. The Contractor, not the Government, is responsible for management and quality control to meet the terms of the contract.  The role of the Government is to conduct quality assurance to ensure that contract standards are achieved.

12.2	Surveillance.  The COR will receive and document all complaints from Government personnel regarding the services provided.  If appropriate, the COR will send the complaints to the Contractor for corrective action.  

12.3	Standard.  The performance standard is that the Government receives no more than one (1) valid customer’s complaint per quarter. The COR shall notify the Contracting Officer of the complaints so that the Contracting Officer may take appropriate action to enforce the inspection clause (FAR 52.212-4, Contract Terms and Conditions-Commercial Items), if any of the services exceed the standard.

12.4	Procedures. 

12.4.1	If any Government personnel observe unacceptable services, either incomplete work or required services not being performed they should immediately contact the COR.

12.4.2	The COR will complete appropriate documentation to record the complaint.  

12.4.3	If the COR determines the complaint is invalid, the COR will advise the complainant. The COR will retain the annotated copy of the written complaint for his/her files.  

12.4.4	If the COR determines the complaint is valid, the COR will inform the Contractor and give the Contractor additional time to correct the defect, if additional time is available.  The COR shall determine how much time is reasonable.

12.4.5	The COR shall, as a minimum, orally notify the Contractor of any valid complaints.  

12.4.6	If the Contractor disagrees with the complaint after investigation of the site and challenges the validity of the complaint, the Contractor will notify the COR.  The COR will review the matter to determine the validity of the complaint. 

12.4.7	The COR will consider complaints as resolved unless notified otherwise by the complainant.  

12.4.8	Repeat customer complaints are not permitted for any services. If a repeat customer complaint is received for the same deficiency during the service period, the COR will contact the Contracting Officer for appropriate action under the Inspection clause.

(5) Furnishing information about whether any person is a member of, has made contributions to, or is otherwise associated with or involved in the activities of any charitable or fraternal organization which supports the State of Israel; and,
