I. THE STATEMENT OF SUPPLIES/SERVICES:

1. GENERAL 
The U.S. Embassy Seoul requires a contractor to design, purchase, and install office furniture for AGAFF offices of the Embassy Chancery in Jongno, Seoul.

3.0
DELIVERY AND INSTALLATION OF FURNITURE

3.1
The contractor shall dissemble cubicles in common area before the construction begins and keep them in the requesting office (empty space within Agricultural Affairs Office) while the remodeling construction is conducted. 
3.2
The Contractor shall provide phased installation of furniture upon the completion of the remodeling construction project. 
3.3
The Contractor is responsible for delivering necessary materials and tools to the project site for each installation area.
Quality requirements: Quality products shall be delivered. For stock models, E0 quality products are required.
3.4
The Contractor will ensure that all efforts will be taken to protect the surrounding walls, floors, carpet, equipment, and other areas during installation of the furniture.
3.5
The Contractor shall clean the work site after each phase is complete. 
3.6 
Electrical works are not part of the order under this solicitation.
3.7 
Delivery lead time for the delivery is four weeks from the acceptance of the order. However, actual delivery time may depend on the agreed time schedule between the end user /AGAFF. All the offerors shall specify delivery lead time on the quote.
3.8 
Payment will not be made until acceptable partial and final delivery and installation are done as stated above. 

3.9 
Warranty period: Manufacturer’s standard terms will apply.

4.0        EXAMINATION OF THE SITE

The Contractor acknowledges that he has satisfied himself as to the nature of delivery and existing status of office furniture, including items to be removed, replaced, and re-used, and to the obstacles likely to be encountered, insofar as this information is reasonably ascertainable from an inspection of the specified offices and spaces. The Contractor shall carefully study and compare the Contract Documents with each other and with information furnished by the USG. Before commencing activities, the Contractor shall: (1) take field measurements and verify field conditions; (2) carefully compare this and other information known to the Contractor with the Contract Documents; and (3) promptly report errors, inconsistencies or omissions discovered to the USG.

5.0   PERFORMANCE PERIOD 

The Contractor shall begin furniture delivery and installation service after receiving award and complete it within Four (4) weeks.  This performance period is variable, depending on the site access availability to be provided by the Embassy or end user.
