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STATEMENT OF WORK

1.
INTRODUCTION
The U.S. Embassy Seoul requires renovating the bathroom at the residential house No.4959B of the Yongsan Embassy Housing (YEH) Compound, Seoul, Korea.  The new bathroom construction shall be in compliance with Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) and Architectural Barriers Act (ABA).

The contractor shall provide demolition work, gypsum wall and ceiling work, waterproofing work, tile work, painting work, plumbing work, and bathroom sanitary ware and accessory installation work as per the drawings.
The Contractor’s employees will be escorted by the Embassy staff throughout the time they are at the work site.  The contracting officer’s representative (COR) will oversee the performance of the work in progress.
The project drawings will be provided at the pre-quotation conference.
2.
DESCRIPTION OF WORK 

2.1 TEMPORARY WORK AND DEMOLITION WORK 

2.1.1 The contractor shall provide temporary safety barrier and construction sign at the construction area.
2.1.2 Prior to any demolition work, the Contractor shall protect all furniture and electric items in demolition area from construction dust by covering them with clear plastic sheet.

2.1.3 The contractor shall repair the damages at their own expense in the event that the contractor causes any damages.

2.1.4 The contractor shall keep the site clean on a daily basis during the working period.

2.1.5 During demolition work, the contractor shall provide two (2) sets of fan ventilators and flexible vinyl hoses to exhaust construction dust from working area.
2.1.6 The contractor shall dispose of all the construction debris upon approval by the COR and submit a certificate of legal disposal of construction debris.
2.1.7 The contractor shall wear the personal protective equipments (PPE) and safety harness.

2.1.8 All cutting devices including metal and wood cutting portable or circular saws shall be installed on the table to prevent safety hazard. 

2.1.9 The contractor shall demolish the existing walls and floor ceramic tile, waterproofing, sanitary ware, gypsum drywall, three (3) wood doors and frames, hot and cold water supply pipes and drains as per the drawing A-02.  After demolition of hot and cold water supply pipe and drains, the contractor shall firmly block the existing pipe joint where the pipes have been removed.  The contractor shall demolish the existing concrete slab and the existing walls to remove the existing hot and cold water supply pipes and drains. 

2.1.10 The contractor shall demolish the existing steel door with steel frame and glass as per the drawing A-02.

2.1.11   The contractor shall remove existing floor carpet and cushion as per the drawing A-02.  

2.2 GYPSUM DRYWALL INSTALLATION

2.2.1 The contractor shall install gypsum drywall from slab to ceiling as per the drawing A-03, A-04.
2.2.2 New gypsum drywall shall be composed of 100 mm metal stud and both side one (1) ply of 12.5mm thick gypsum board.  The gypsum board at bathroom shall be the water resistant type.
2.2.3 The contractor shall install drywall board flush with the adjoining boards and apply approved joint tape and putty to the seams for painting.  No surface deflections or set-backs shall be accepted.

2.2.4 The contractor shall install new wood baseboard, wall corner moulding, and ceiling moulding. 

2.2.5 The total area of new gypsum drywall shall be 11 square meters.  The total length of wood baseboard, wall corner moulding, and ceiling moulding are 5 meters, 10 meters, and 5 meters respectively.
2.3 WATERPROOFING AND Tile installation WORK
 

2.3.1 The contractor shall submit a shop drawing for the tile layout to the COR for approval prior to work commencement.
2.3.2 The contractor shall submit the catalogue, material data, and cut sheet of waterproofing material and tile to COR for approval prior to work commencement.

2.3.3 The floor tile shall be 300mm by 300 mm abrasive ceramic tile and wall tile shall be 300mm by 600mm ceramic tile.
2.3.4 After the removal of the existing tiles, the contractor shall remove tile bond and all foreign material to make substrates even.

2.3.5 The contractor shall provide asphalt waterproofing on the bathroom wall and floor.  The total area of wall and floor waterproofing are 21 square meters and 6 square meters.

2.3.6 The contractor shall examine substrates, areas, and conditions where tile will be installed, with installer present, for compliance with requirements for installation tolerances and other conditions affecting performance of installed tile. 
2.3.7 The contractor shall apply grout sealer to cementitious grout joints according to grout-sealer manufacturer's written instructions.  As soon as grout sealer has penetrated grout joints, remove excess sealer and sealer that have gotten on tile faces by wiping with soft cloth.
2.3.8 The contractor shall not install tiles until surface preparation is complete and ambient temperature and humidity conditions are maintained at the levels indicated in referenced standards and manufacturer's written instructions.
2.3.9 The contractor shall cure and protect installed tile work with Kraft paper or other heavy covering during construction period to prevent staining, damage, and wear.
2.3.10 The contractor shall keep the tiled floor from foot and wheel traffic for at least seven days after grouting is completed.
2.3.11 The total area of wall and floor tile is 33 square meters and 7 square meters.
2.4 SANITARY WARE AND ACCESSORY INSTALLATION
2.4.1 The contractor shall install sanitary ware and accessories as per drawing M-01.  The contractor shall submit the shop drawing, catalogue, material data, and cut sheet of sanitary ware and accessories to COR for approval prior to work commencement.
2.4.2 The contractor shall install one (1) set of commode, one (1) set of ADA lavatory, one (1) set of lavatory faucet, one (1) set of ADA shower chair, one (1) set of shower head, one (1) set of recess type soap, five (5) meter long grab bar, and 1.2 meter long shower curtain as per the drawing M-01.  
2.4.3 The contractor shall relocate the existing three (3) sets of glass shelves, one (1) set of wall cabinet, one (1) set of toilet tissue dispenser, and two (2) sets of towel racks after tile work as per the drawing M-01.  
2.5 MECHANICAL AND ELECTRICAL WORK 

MECHANICAL WORK

2.5.1 The contractor shall install the hot and cold water pipes with insulation and connect it to new commode, lavatory and shower head as per the drawing M-01.  The hot and cold water pipes shall be 15mm thick copper pipe.
2.5.2 The contractor shall install drains for commode, lavatory, and shower and connect it to the existing sewer pipe as per the drawing M-01.  The drain shall be 100 mm by 100mm.  Each of commode, lavatory, and shower drain shall have P-trap and be connected to the vent pipe. All drain pipes shall be connected to the existing clean-out pipe for the maintenance.  All hot and cold water supply pipes shall be connected to the existing air chamber to prevent water hammer.

2.5.3 After finishing bathroom ceiling work, the contractor shall re-connect the existing exhaust fan and HVAC duct.
ELECTRICAL WORK

2.5.4 The contractor shall re-locate lighting fixtures, medicine cabinet, power outlet, and switch as per the drawing E-01.
2.5.5 The contractor shall provide electrical power from the existing electrical panel board to auto sliding door.

2.5.6 All power wire and cable shall run into the metal conduit, pull box, other fittings and concealed in wall or ceiling.

2.5.7 The contractor shall ensure that electrical system is solidly grounded.

2.5.8 The contractor shall not use flexible metal conduit pipe for power system more than 1.8 meter long.
2.6 MISCELLANEOUS WORK

2.6.1 The contractor shall paint new gypsum drywall and ceiling as per the drawing A-03, A-04.  The contractor shall fill cracks, joints, holes and gaps with putty.  Fiber mesh tape shall be used for the gap and crack to protect against future cracks.  Apply sand paper for smoothing the putty surface after the putty dries completely.

2.6.2 The contractor shall apply one layer of primer coat and minimum two layer of finish coat.  Wherever spray application is used, the contractor shall apply each coat to provide the equivalent hiding of brush-applied coats.

2.6.4 The contractor shall install the wood shelf as per the drawing A-03, A-04.  The contractor shall paint the new wood shelf.

2.6.5 The contractor shall install the carpet and cushion where the gypsum wall has been removed as per the drawing A-03, A-04.  The carpet and cushion will be provided by the US Embassy. (See Attachment #4).

2.6.6 The contractor shall install two (2) sets of flush doors and door frames, trim, and hardware as per the drawing A-03, A-04. 

2.6.7 The contractor shall install one (1) set of button type auto sliding door as per the drawing A-03, A-04. The motor unit, intelligent processor control unit, power supply unit, idle pulley unit, door hanger unit, sliding rail, and timing belt of auto sliding door will be provided by the US Embassy. (See Attachment #4).  The contractor shall provide wood door and hardware of auto sliding door.  The contractor shall install wood decorative film on the stainless steel cover of auto sliding door.
2.6.8 The contractor shall replace the existing entrance steel door and make the existing stainless door sill lower as per the drawing A-03, A-04.

2.6.9 The contractor shall extend the existing aluminum door as per the drawing A-03, A-04.

2.6.10 The contractor shall install three (3) meter metal divider as per the drawing A-03, A-04.

EXAMINATION OF THE SITE

The Contractor acknowledges that he has satisfied himself as to the nature of materials and methods of the existing construction noted for repair or replacement, and to the obstacles likely to be encountered, insofar as this information is reasonably ascertainable from an inspection of the specified structures and or premises. The Contractor shall carefully study and compare the Contract Documents with each other and with information furnished by the USG. Before commencing activities, the Contractor shall: (1) take field measurements and verify field conditions; (2) carefully compare this and other information known to the Contractor with the Contract Documents; and (3) promptly report errors, inconsistencies or omissions discovered to the USG.
