The U.S. Embassy Seoul requires Storm Ditch Cleaning Services at the Yongsan Embassy Housing (YEH) compound of the U.S. Embassy Seoul, Korea.
The contractor shall remove all sediments and debris within the YEH compound storm ditch system.  The contractor will repair/replace broken, collapsed, missing concrete covers and ditch structure.  The contractor will report to the COR any ditch structure that protrude above existing ground level or sunk below ground level where there are standing water.  The Contractor shall furnish all the necessary materials, labor, investigation, supervision, equipment, transportation, etc. to complete the project.
The Contractor’s employees will be escorted by the Embassy staff throughout the time they are at the work site.  The contracting officer’s representative (COR) will oversee the performance of the work in progress.
