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STATEMENT OF WORK

1.
INTRODUCTION
The U.S. Embassy Seoul requires installing new sidewalk and expanding parking space in accordance with the American with Disabilities Act and the Architectural Barriers Act at the residential house No.4959B of the Yongsan Embassy Housing (YEH) Compound, Seoul, Korea.
The contractor shall provide demolition work, earth work, concrete curbstone and sidewalk installation, asphalt pavement work, and winterization work for the concrete work as per the enclosed drawings.
The Contractor’s employees will be escorted by the Embassy staff throughout the time they are at the work site.  The contracting officer’s representative (COR) will oversee the performance of the work in progress.
The project drawings will be provided at the pre-quotation conference.
2.
DESCRIPTION OF WORK 

2.1 TEMPORARY WORK AND DEMOLITION WORK 

2.1.1 The contractor shall provide temporary safety barrier and construction sign at the construction area.
2.1.2 The contractor shall protect the existing structure, underground utilities and other facilities.

2.1.3 The contractor shall repair the damages at their own expense in the event that the contractor causes any damages. 

2.1.4 The contractor shall keep the site clean on a daily basis during the working period.
2.1.5 The contractor shall dispose of all the construction debris upon approval by the COR and submit a certificate of legal disposal of construction debris.
2.1.6 The contractor shall wear the personal protective equipments (PPE) and safety harness.
2.1.7 The contractor shall install all cutting devices including metal and lumber circular or portable saw on the table to prevent the workers from safety hazard.
2.1.8 The contractor shall remove the existing concrete curbstone and sidewalk at house No. 4959B as per the enclosed drawing A-02.  The total length of curbstone and total area of sidewalk to be removed are 10 meter and 2 square meters.  

2.2 Earth WORK
2.2.1 Before excavation, the contractor shall inspect the existing utility lines as per the drawing C-01.
2.2.2 If there are unidentified underground utilities found during the excavation work, the contractor shall immediately stop excavation and report the findings to the COR.
2.2.3 The contractor shall provide earth work including excavation, filling, compaction and leveling for the concrete curbstone, concrete sidewalk, and asphalt pavement. 

2.2.4 The contractor is responsible for restoring the lawn area to the original condition upon completion of work.

2.2.5 The contractor shall provide base course and compaction below the concrete curbstone and concrete sidewalk.

2.2.6 The base course will be 15 cm thick layer of aggregate and meet the specified gradation requirements. The aggregates shall have a maximum size of 38 mm (1-1/2 inches) and shall be continuously well graded within the limits.  Clean mixture of crushed stone or crushed or uncrushed gravel; ASTM D 448, Size 57, with 100 percent passing a 38 mm (1-1/2-inch) sieve and 0 to 5 percent passing a 2.4 mm (No. 8) sieve.
2.3 Concrete WORK
 
Winterization  
2.3.1 “Cold-Weather Placement” shall be complied with ACI 306.1 and as follows.  The contractor shall protect concrete work from physical damage or reduced strength that could be caused by frost, freezing actions, or low temperatures.
2.3.1.1 When average high and low temperature is expected to fall below 4 deg C for three successive days, the contractor shall maintain delivered concrete mixture temperature within the temperature range required by ACI 301.

2.3.1.2 The contractor shall not use frozen materials or materials containing ice or snow.  The contractor shall not place concrete on frozen sub-grade or on sub-grade containing frozen materials.

2.3.1.3 The contractor shall not use calcium chloride, salt, or other materials containing antifreeze agents or chemical accelerators unless otherwise specified and approved in mixture designs.
CONCRETE PROTECTING AND CURING

2.3.2 General:  The contractor shall protect freshly placed concrete from premature drying and excessive cold or hot temperatures.  “The concrete protection and curing procedure” shall be complied with ACI 306.1 for cold-weather protection and ACI 301 for hot-weather protection during curing.

B.2.2.3.1 If evaporation rate in first paragraph below is exceeded, ACI 305R states that plastic shrinkage cracking is probable.  See manufacturers' literature or ACI 305R for estimated moisture-loss chart relating relative humidity, air and concrete temperature, and wind velocity to rate of evaporation.

2.3.2.1 Evaporation Retarder:  The contractor shall apply evaporation retarder to unformed concrete surfaces if hot, dry, or windy conditions cause moisture loss approaching 1 kg/sq. m x hour (0.2 lb/sq. ft. x hour) before and during finishing operations.  The contractor shall apply evaporation retarder according to manufacturer's written instructions after placing, screeding, and bull floating or darbying concrete, but before float finishing.
2.3.2.2 Formed Surfaces:  The contractor shall cure formed concrete surfaces, including underside of beams, supported slabs, and other similar surfaces.  If forms remain during curing period, the contractor shall perform moist cure after loosening forms.  If removing forms before end of curing period, the contractor shall continue curing for the remainder of the curing period.
2.3.2.3 Unformed Surfaces:  The contractor shall begin curing immediately after finishing concrete.  The contractor shall cure unformed surfaces, including floors and slabs, concrete floor toppings, and other surfaces.
2.3.2.4 The contractor shall cure concrete according to ACI 308.1, by one or a combination of the following methods:
B.2.3.2.4.1 Retain one or more curing methods from four subparagraphs below.  Delete methods or restrict use of curing methods to specific locations or types of surfaces if required.

2.3.2.4.1 Moisture Curing:  The contractor shall keep surfaces continuously moist for not less than seven days with the following materials:

Retain first three subparagraphs below as Contractor's options unless not suited for Project.

1. Water.

2. Continuous water-fog spray.

3. Absorptive cover, water saturated, and kept continuously wet. The contractor shall cover concrete surfaces and edges with 300 mm lap over adjacent absorptive covers.

Concrete curbstone Installation  

2.3.3 The contractor shall provide the concrete curbstone at parking space as per the drawing A-03, A-04.  The compressive strength of concrete curbstone and footing shall be 210kgf/cm2.
2.3.4 The contractor shall provide 150mm thick base course and compact the base course for the concrete curbstone footing.

2.3.5 The contractor shall install 6 mil vapor barrier over the base course. 
2.3.6 The reinforcing bar for concrete curbstone shall have 4000kgf/cm2 tensile yield strength and meet the KSD 3504 requirement.
2.3.7 The contractor shall provide form work for concrete curbstone.
2.3.8 The size of curbstone is 250mm wide and 550mm deep to match the existing curbstone.  The total length of curbstone is 12 meters.

Concrete Sidewalk and porch slab installation  

2.3.9 The contractor shall provide the concrete sidewalk from parking space to porch and expand the porch slab as per the drawing A-03, A-04.  The compressive strength of concrete sidewalk shall be 210kgf/cm2.
2.3.10 The contractor shall provide 150mm thick base course and compact the base course for the concrete sidewalk and porch slab.

2.3.11 The contractor shall install 6 mil vapor barrier over the base course. 
2.3.12 The contractor shall install two layers of welded wire mesh (WWM) at the new concrete sidewalk and porch slab as per the drawing A-03, A04.  The welded wire mesh to be used shall have 150mm by 150mm space and 5mm thickness.
2.3.13 The contractor shall provide form work for concrete sidewalk and porch slab.
2.3.14 The size of sidewalk shall be 1000mm wide and 120mm deep.  The total length of sidewalk shall be 13 meters.  The porch slab shall be 120 mm deep. The total area of new porch slab shall be 2 square meters.

2.3.15 The control joint and expansion joint shall be installed every 1.5m and 6m respectively at the concrete sidewalk.  The concrete sidewalk shall be cut by the saw cutter for the clean cut face. The contractor shall install the compressible filler and sealant at the expansion joint. The control joint shall be 8mm wide and 30mm deep and expansion joint shall be 20mm wide.  The surface of sidewalk shall be finished with broom. 

2.4 Asphalt Pavement Work
2.4.1 The contractor shall provide 100 mm asphalt pavement as per the drawing A-03, A-04.
2.4.2 The asphalt pavement shall meet the KSF 2357 (Aggregates for asphalt mixture) and KSF 2349 (Hot mix asphalt mixture). 

2.4.3 The contractor shall submit the Material Certificate signed by manufacturers.  The asphalt pavement manufacturer shall have experience to provide asphalt pavement of similar quality as required in this SOW.

2.4.4 Prior to constructing asphalt pavement, the contractor shall install 150 mm thick sub-base and compact it with a roller.

2.4.5 The contractor shall apply the prime coat (RSC-3) over the sub-base, previously constructed pavement, curb, manholes and other structures.  The mixture ratio of prime coat is 1.5 liter per square meter.  The contractor shall apply enough prime coats to penetrate and seal but not flood surface.  The contractor shall cure the prime coat for minimum 72 hours.  During spraying the prime coat, the contractor shall prevent prime coat from contaminating the adjacent area by covering them with clear plastic sheet.  The prime coat shall be constructed only when the sub-base or existing pavement has no free water on the surface.  The prime coat shall not be placed without ample time to complete spreading and rolling during daylight hours, unless approved satisfactory artificial lighting is provided.
2.4.6 The contractor shall place 100mm thick hot-mix asphalt surface course over the sub-base.

2.4.7 The contractor shall provide asphalt paver finisher, macadam roller, tire roller, and tandem roller for placing the hot-mix asphalt.

2.4.8 The maximum aggregate size of surface course shall be less than 12 mm.
2.4.9 The temperature of bitumen at time of mixing shall not exceed 150 degrees C.  The temperature of aggregate and mineral filler in the mixer shall not exceed 160 degrees C when bitumen is added. Overheated and carbonized mixtures or mixtures that foam shall not be used.  Prior to placing of the surface Course, the sub-base shall be cleaned of all foreign or objectionable matter with power brooms and hand brooms.
2.4.10 The contractor shall finish placing the hot-mix asphalt before mix temperature cools 120 degree C.

2.4.11 After first strip has been placed and rolled, the contractor shall place succeeding strips and extend rolling to overlap previous strips

2.4.12 The contractor shall begin compaction as soon as placed hot-mix paving will bear roller weight without excessive displacement.  The contractor shall compact hot-mix paving with hot, hand tampers or vibratory-plate compactors in areas inaccessible to rollers.  The contractor shall complete compaction before mix temperature cools to 85 degree C.  

2.4.13 The compaction shall be composed of breakdown rolling, intermediate rolling, and finish rolling.

2.4.14 The contractor shall complete breakdown or initial rolling immediately after rolling joints and outside edge.  The contractor shall examine surface immediately after breakdown rolling for indicated crown, grade, and smoothness.  The contractor shall correct the lay-down and rolling operations to comply with requirements.
The contractor shall begin intermediate rolling immediately after breakdown rolling while hot-mix asphalt is still hot enough to achieve specified density.  Continue rolling until hot-mix asphalt course has been uniformly compacted to the following density, depending on method selected by Contractor: 

1) Average Density:  96 percent of reference laboratory density according to ASTM D 6927 or AASHTO T 245, but not less than 94 percent nor greater than 100 percent.

2) Average Density:  92 percent of reference maximum theoretical density according to ASTM D 2041, but not less than 90 percent nor greater than 96 percent.
The contractor shall perform finish rolling to remove roller marks on the surface while hot-mix asphalt is still warm.

2.4.15 After final rolling, do not permit vehicular traffic on pavement until it has cooled and hardened.  The contractor shall erect barricades to protect paving from traffic until mixture has cooled enough not to become marked
2.4.16 The hot-mix asphalt surface course shall be smooth, continuous and free of pulls, tears, and deflections.   

2.4.17 The contractor shall promptly correct surface irregularities in paving course behind paver.  The contractor shall remove excess material forming high spots and fill depressions with hot-mix asphalt to prevent segregation of mix with suitable hand tools.

2.4.18 The asphalt pavement shall have proper slope as per the drawing.
2.4.19 The area of asphalt pavement to be installed is 14 square meters.
2.5 Painting Work 
2.5.1 The contractor shall remove the existing parking line on the parking space at the residential house No.4959B.

2.5.2 The contractor shall apply the heavy traffic paint (KSM-5333, or 5336) on the new parking lines as per the drawing A-03, A-04.  The parking line shall be painted with white line for normal parking space. Keep pavement markings clear and visible to ensure safety and maximize efficiency.

2.5.3 The contractor shall not apply paint when the relative humidity exceeds 85 percent, at temperatures less than 3 degrees C, or to damp or wet surfaces. The contractor shall apply paint only in temperatures in accordance with manufacturer's specifications. 

2.5.4 The contractor shall examine substrates and conditions under which painting will be performed for compliance with requirements. The contractor shall not begin application until unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.
2.5.5 Allow sufficient time between successive coats to permit proper drying. Do not re-coat until paint has dried. 

2.6 Miscellaneous Work 

2.6.1 The contractor shall install one (1) set of new catch basin and storm water line and connect them to existing catch basin as per the drawing A-03, A-04. 

2.6.2 The contractor shall re-locate one (1) set of existing catch basin as per the drawing A-03, A-04. 
2.6.3 The contractor shall level the ground around new sidewalk as per the drawing A-03, A-04. 

2.6.4 The contractor shall transplant one (1) shrub as per the drawing A-03, A-04.

2.6.5 The contractor shall remediate damaged landscaping around the parking lot to match the existing condition.
3.
EXAMINATION OF THE SITE

The Contractor acknowledges that he has satisfied himself as to the nature of materials and methods of the existing construction noted for repair or replacement, and to the obstacles likely to be encountered, insofar as this information is reasonably ascertainable from an inspection of the specified structures and or premises. The Contractor shall carefully study and compare the Contract Documents with each other and with information furnished by the USG. Before commencing activities, the Contractor shall: (1) take field measurements and verify field conditions; (2) carefully compare this and other information known to the Contractor with the Contract Documents; and (3) promptly report errors, inconsistencies or omissions discovered to the USG.

SAFETY MANAGEMENT PLAN

Contractor shall submit safety management plan based on the latest version of U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Safety and Health Requirements Manual, EM 385-5-5, in effect on the date of the solicitation.

The Contractor shall provide and maintain work environments and procedures which will- 

(a)
Safeguard the public and Government personnel, property, materials, supplies, and equipment exposed to Contractor operations and activities.

Avoid interruptions of Government operations and delays in project completion dates.

(c)
Control excess costs in the performance of this contract. 

Contractor shall comply with all pertinent provisions of the latest version of U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Safety and Health Requirements Manual, EM 385-1-1, in effect on the date of the solicitation. 

Whenever the Contracting Officer becomes aware of any noncompliance with these requirements or any condition that poses a serious or imminent danger to the health or safety of the public or Government personnel, the Contracting Officer shall notify the Contractor orally, with written confirmation, and request immediate initiation of corrective action. 

This notice, when delivered to the Contractor or the Contractor's representative at the work site, shall be deemed sufficient notice of the noncompliance and that corrective action is required. After receiving the notice, the Contractor shall immediately take corrective action.

If the Contractor fails or refuses to promptly take corrective action, the Contracting Officer may issue an order stopping all or part of the work until satisfactory corrective action has been taken. The Contractor shall not be entitled to any equitable adjustment of the contract price or extension of the performance schedule on any stop work order issued under this clause. 

DELIVERIES OR PERFORMANCE

The Contractor shall be required to:

Notice of Delay

If the Contractor receives a notice of any change in the work, or if any other conditions arise which are likely to cause or are actually causing delays which the Contractor believes may result in late completion of the project, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer.
