of the “Sale Items List” and purchase an “Auction Number” for One Kuwaiti Dinar. 

The lists will be available on the day of the auction. 
 

2. All items will be auctioned in sequence as arranged in the “Sale Items List” in the condition 
displayed and in the location of the auction.  The bidder should reimburse the cashier the amount 
of the bid on the spot and without any delays in cash.  The awarded bidder will be responsible for 
the removal of all awarded items from the auction site “CASH & CARRY”.  Furthermore, there will 
be no refunds allowed or warranties made by the U.S. Government for any auction transactions. 

 
3. The auctioneer will announce the start of the auction and will then proceed with the sale in the 

order indicated in the “Sale Items List”.  The bid will start at the minimum price set in the “Sale 
Items List” and all participants will be required to bid higher than that amount.  Each bidder will 
only be allowed to participate in the auction by raising their purchased “Auction Number”.  The 
auctioneer will call on the item lot number after receiving the highest bid and/or when all bids 
cease.  He/She will call out, going ONCE, Going Twice and sold for XXXX and award the item to the 
highest bidder. 

 
4. The Government of the United States of America reserves the right to reject any bids made in an 

amount lower than that set as a minimum value or that is considered lower than the item’s value. 
 

5. In the event that a dispute arise between the participants or between the participants and the 
auction staff, the Government of the United States of America reserves the right to re-auction the 
item subject of this dispute.  

 
6. As soon as the auctioneer announces the award of the bid to one of the participants; they have to 

make cash payments immediately to the cashier.  The cashier will not accept personal checks or 
any payments made in other currencies. 

 
7. The purchaser will be required to present the cashier’s receipt to the auction staff prior to the 

removal of any item.  The auction staff will continue to transport the purchased items to the 

outside parking lot through 8 p.m. on the day of the auction and/or the following day of the 

auction from 8 a.m. – 4 p.m. 
 
8. The purchaser will be responsible for the removal of all purchased items from the outside parking 

lot and as soon as possible. 
 
9. The embassy will not be responsible for any loss or damage to any item left behind in the auction 

site or in the outside parking lot of the embassy after the assigned hours.
