Students will be requested to have proof of
citizenship, university enrollment, a copy of their most recent transcripts, and an essay on why they wish to
study in the U.S. (500 words maximum). The closing date for registration is November 18, 2011.
Qualified applicants will be asked to take an English screening test, which will be administered on
November 26, 2011 at the American Center, Lao-American College.

- Applicants who pass the English Screening Test (score 80/150) will be invited to fill out the application
form of the Global Undergraduate Exchange Program; and to take the TOEFL (ITP) test on December 10,
2011. The deadline for completion of these applications is December 15, 2011.
