This Warden Message alerts U.S. citizens to the latest information regarding human cases of
H1IN1 Influenza A, formerly known as swine flu. The Lao government’s National Avian and
Human Influenza Coordinating Office (NAHICO) has reported no cases of HIN1 Influenza A in
Laos. Local authorities are monitoring the situation carefully but have taken no actions to limit
travel to or from Laos. NAHICO has set up an Influenza hotline that may be reached by dialing
166 in Laos.
