I.	SCOPE OF WORK

The purpose of this indefinite delivery/indefinite quantity type contract is to obtain snow removal services for the Embassy of the United States located at Samnera Velsa Street 1, Riga, Latvia. The Contractor shall perform snow removal services for all paved streets and parking surfaces located on the Embassy compound.  The contract will be for a one year period from the date of the contract award, with four (4), one-year options.

The contractor shall furnish all equipment, consumables and labor required to accomplish the work in this contract.  Contractor employees shall be on site only for contractual duties and not for other business purposes.

II.	GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

The contractor shall prepare general instructions for the work force.  The Contractor shall provide drafts to the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) for review within five days after contract award.  The Contracting Officer’s Representative must approve these general instructions before issuance.

III.	DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

A.	The contractor is responsible for snow removal operations for approximately 3,440 square meters of asphalt, concrete and paved surfaces on the Embassy compound.

B.	All surfaces should be free of snow and packed ice from November1 thru April 30.

C.	Snow removal operations should start as soon as there is a snow accumulation of 2.5cm
or more.  Cleaned sidewalks and driveways must be treated with sand/salt mixture to prevent “ black ice” build-up and to provide non-slippery passage to the Embassy compound.

D.	The following priority should be used for snow removal operations:

1. Main Entrance
2. Staff Parking
3. Visitor Parking
4. Service Entry

E.	Contractor may work from Monday till Sunday from 00:00 – 24:00, as needed to reach the objectives of this contract.

F.	The contractor is not required but may be asked by COR to remove snow from the staff parking lot or Service Entry areas on weekends and holidays. These areas must be cleaned prior to 07:00am of the next business day.

G.	Snow should only be stockpiled only in the designated areas.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to manage / remove snow from the designated storage areas.

H.	The Contractor is responsible for all damage to surfaces, light fixtures, parking bumpers, curbs, lawns, shrubs and trees caused by snow removal operations.

IV.	MANAGEMENT AND SUPERVISION

A.	When more than one employee is present on-site, the contractor shall designate a
Representative who shall be responsible for on-site supervision of the Contractor's workforce at all times.  This supervisor shall be the focal point for the Contractor and shall be the point of contact with U.S. Government personnel.

B.	The Contractor shall be responsible for quality control.  The Contractor shall perform inspection visits to the work site on a regular basis.

V.	LOCATIONS FOR SNOW REMOVAL SERVICES

VI.	PERSONNEL

A.	Discipline: The Contractor shall maintain discipline at the site and shall take all reasonable precautions to prevent any unlawful, riotous or disorderly conduct by Contractor employees at the site.  The Contractor shall preserve peace and protect persons and property on site.  The U.S. Government reserves the right to direct the Contractor to remove an employee from the worksite for failure to comply with the standards of conduct.  The Contractor shall immediately replace such an employee to maintain continuity of services at no additional costs to the U.S. Government.

VII.	STANDARD TO CONDUCT

A.	Clothing and Personal Equipment.  The Contractor's employees shall wear clean, neat and appropriate clothing when on duty.

B.	Neglect of duties shall not be condoned.  The Contractor shall enforce no sleeping while on duty, unreasonable delays or failures to carry out assigned tasks.

C.	Disorderly conduct, use of abusive or offensive language, quarreling, intimidation by words, actions, or fighting shall not be condoned.  Also included is participation in disruptive activities, which interfere with normal and efficient U.S. Government operations.

D.	Intoxicants and Narcotics.  The Contractor shall not allow its employees while on
duty to possess, sell, consume, or be under the influence of intoxicants, drugs or substances that produce similar effects.

Once contracted personnel are approved the U.S. Government shall issue identity cards.  Contractor personnel shall display identity card(s) on their uniforms at all times while providing services under this contract.  These identity cards are the property of the U.S. and will be checked out at the beginning of each work day and returned as each employee departs the Embassy grounds.  The U.S. Government reserves the right to deny access to U.S.-owned and U.S.-operated facilities to any individual.

IX.	MATERIALS AND EQUIPMENT

To perform the work, Contractor shall furnish all equipment including vehicle fuel, consumables and labor required to accomplish the work in this contract. No U.S. Government furnished property or equipment will be supplied for the contracted services.

X.	LAWS AND REGULATIONS

A.	Without additional expense to the U.S. Government, the Contractor shall comply with all laws, codes, ordinances, and regulations required to perform this work. In the event of a conflict among the contract and requirements of local law, the Contractor shall promptly advise the Contracting Officer of the conflict and of the Contractor's proposed course of action for resolution by the Contracting Officer.

B.	The Contractor shall comply with all local labor laws, regulations, customs and practices
pertaining to labor, safety, and similar matters, to the extent that such compliance is not
inconsistent with the requirements of this contract.

XI.	ISSUANCE OF TASK ORDERS

A.	The Government shall authorize work only through the issuance of task orders executed by the Contracting Officer.  The Government shall establish task orders on a firm fixed-price basis and shall be modified solely by a written modification executed by the Contracting Officer.
B.	The contractor shall perform only those services specifically authorized in the individual task orders issued under this contract.  The contractor shall complete all work and services under this contract within the period of performance specified in the task orders.

XII.	ORDERING OFFICIAL
