TERMS OF REFERENCE
FOR
A U.S.-LIBYA HIGHER EDUCATION TASK FORCE

The governments of the United States of America and Libya (together, the ‘“Participants”), intend to
establish a U.S. — Libya Higher Education Task Force (“HETF” or Task Force) as set forth in these Terms
of Reference.

OBJECTIVES AND OUTCOME

The intended goal of the Task Force is to deepen cooperation between the Participants in the field of
Higher Education.

The Participants intend to convene two Task Force working groups (“Working Groups™) to address the
following topics:

*  Exchange and scholarship (including educational advising, testing, English language education,
and visas); and
*  Higher education partnerships and capacity building.

Working Groups may be added, removed, or modified by the Participants at any time. Additional topics
may be added to those listed above based on the recommendation of the Working Groups.

The first task of these Working Groups should be to assess Libya’s needs and priorities with respect to
each of the topics. Based on those assessments, the Task Force intends to produce recommendations and
an action plan addressing these needs and priorities. Subsequent meetings of the Working Groups should
be held to coordinate implementation of the recommendations.

The Participants intend the HETF to be the primary forum for discussion between them on all matters
related to higher education cooperation, and on the specific Working Group topics listed above. The
United States Embassy in Tripoli is expected to be the point of contact for diplomatic communications.

COMPOSITION OF THE TASK FORCE AND WORKING GROUPS

The participants intend for the HETF and its Working Groups to be composed of direct — or contract
hired staff of both governments. Task Force members are expected to have general knowledge of bilateral
affairs between the United States and Libya and/or higher education, or specific knowledge of related
higher education issues.

Non-government experts on higher education and other issues may inform and advise on higher
education topics of interest to the Working Groups. While the recommendations of the Working Groups
may eventually be implemented by nongovernmental entities, the structure of the HETF is intended to
remain government-to=-government.

OPERATING PROCEDURES

The Participants intend to appoint a co-chair of HETF from each government, with each co-chair to be
appointed by consensus of the two governments.

The Participants intend for the HETF to:

*  hold an initial discussion to identify the Working Group members;

*  convene meetings of the Working Groups by telephone or direct video conference (“DVC”) to
identify priorities, develop recommendations, and refine draft reports;

*  conduct a subsequent DVC, in which the Working Groups would present their recommendation to
the Task Force and/or other senior officials;

e review and approve draft recommendations presented by the Working Groups; and



*  monitor implementation and follow-up by the Working Groups on the approved recommendations
within their respect topics.

GENERAL TERMS

These Terms of Reference should be regarded exclusively as a statement of intent on the part of the
Participants. These Terms of Reference are not an international agreement and do not give rise to
binding obligations under international law.

The Participants intend for these Terms of Reference to be operative for one (1) year from the date of
signature, at which time they may be renewed for an additional year at the discretion of both
Participants.
