Security Message for U.S. Citizens:  Demonstrations May 29th 

 

U.S. Embassy Skopje informs U.S. citizens that the High School Student Plenum 

group plans to demonstrate in Skopje on Sunday evening against educational 

changes.  The group plans to gather at the parking garage on St. Cyril and 

Methodius Blvd at 16:00 and move to the Ministry of Education and Science.   

U.S. Embassy Skopje informs U.S. citizens of the potential for continued 

demonstrations organized by political groups in Macedonia.  The groups have 

stated that they plan to organize DAILY protests at 18:00 in front of the 

Government and/or Parliament building.  The anticipated sizes of the protests are 

unknown.  Previous similar demonstrations in Skopje took place in front of the 

Government and Parliament buildings.  The protests may block key road 

intersections and/or disrupt public transportation.  Demonstrations have also 

occurred in other cities.  Further demonstrations may form with little or no notice.  

U.S. citizens should follow local media for up to date information on 

demonstrations and potential disruptions of traffic. 

U.S. citizens should avoid areas of demonstrations, and exercise caution if in the 

vicinity of any large gatherings, protests, or demonstrations.  Even demonstrations 

intended to be peaceful can turn confrontational and escalate into violence.  U.S. 

citizens are advised to respect local laws, pay close attention to developments and 

potential traffic disruptions through local media, and plan alternate routes should 

you find your original plans affected. 

We strongly recommend that U.S. citizens traveling to or residing in Macedonia 

enroll in the Department of State’s Smart Traveler Enrollment Program 
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(STEP).  STEP enrollment gives you the latest security updates, and makes it 

easier for the U.S. embassy or nearest U.S. consulate to contact you in an 

emergency.  If you don’t have Internet access, enroll directly with the nearest U.S. 

embassy or consulate.

Travel Warnings, Travel Alerts, and the Worldwide Caution.  Read the Country
