
Signing of the Open Skies Agreement 
Visiting Deputy Assistant Secretary Philip Reeker and Macedonian Minister of Transportation Mile 
Janakieski signed an Open Skies Agreement On Wednesday, August 22, establishing a liberalized 
aviation relationship between the United States and Macedonia.  Open Skies agreements permit 

unrestricted air service by the airlines of both countries between and beyond the other’s territory, 
eliminating restrictions on how often the carriers fly, the kind of aircraft they use, and the prices they 
charge.  This agreement creates more favorable conditions for potential expansion of our trade and 

tourism links with Macedonia in the future.
