 Total value of equipment and training: over $9 million  

 All equipment is for tactical level counterterrorism units and the units that directly support 

them.  The transferred equipment was funded through the Trans-Sahara Counter Terrorism 

Partnership Program.  Beneficiary units include the Echelon Tactique Inter Armées, the #2 

Support Company in Gao, elements of the 33
rd

 RCP, and elements of directorates that 

support these units. 

 Training includes driver and maintenance training for each type of vehicle, maintenance 

management training for unit leaders, radio operator and maintenance training for hand held 

and vehicle mounted radios.   

 This tranche of equipment and training is one part of the U.S. Embassy’s overall security 

cooperation program with Mali.  The goal of this equipment transfer and technical training is 

to assist the Malian military to secure the country’s borders and reinforce stability.   

 There will be further equipment transfers and training events in the future.
