CALL FOR APPLICATIONS 
The Embassy of the United States of America in Mali is pleased to announce the competition for the 2016 International Center for Journalist (ICFJ) Journalism Internship Program.  The purpose of the program is to provide English-speaking Malian Journalists with an insight into the U.S. media system, while enhancing their journalism skills and professionalism. During the 24-day exchange program, selected participants will explore topics such as journalism ethics, the use of digital tools in journalism, and investigative reporting.  The program also includes enriching site visits to media organizations in Washington D.C., followed by a three-week internship in a selected news organization in the U.S.    
SELECTION CRITERIA:
1. Applicants must be citizens or nationals of Mali, or permanent residents holding a valid passport issued by Mali.

2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Applicants must have a minimum of four (4) years of professional journalism experience in a media organization or as a freelancer with regularly published articles. Participants must also establish that they have the potential to further their journalism skills, and should be committed to pursuing a career in journalism. 

3. Applicants should have a sufficient level of English proficiency to enable them to successfully participate in the internship program.

4. Applicants should have a high motivation and a serious commitment to completing the program as scheduled and to returning to Mali.

5. Applicants with no extensive or recent U.S. experience will be given preference.
